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AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 2.71( acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 on 0 beach boulevard between the southeast quadrant of Beach Boulevard and Central Parkway (R.E no(s) 165425-0150), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED BY number one vending service, inc., FROM industrial business park (IBP) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT commercial use AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE beach and central parkway PUD; pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Number One Vending Service, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 2.71(  acres located in Council District 11 on 0 Beach Boulevard between Interstate 295 and Kernan Boulevard South (R.E. No(s) 165425-0150), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated February 11, 2016 and generally depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), has/have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Industrial Business Park (IBP) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Industrial Business Park (IBP) District to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District.  This new PUD district shall generally permit commercial use, and is described, shown and subject to the following attached documents:

Exhibit 2 – Subject Property per P&D D.

Exhibit 3 – Written Description dated April 19, 2016.

Exhibit 4 – Site Plan dated February 8, 2016.


Section 2.

Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.

The site also allows for use of an infill site by expanding
the uses normally limited by Business Park zoning designation.

C. Signs.

Vehicular Access.

Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of Beach Boulevard and Central
Parkway, substantially as shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all access
points is subject to the review and approval of the City’s Traffic Engineer.

Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements for
ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the Property, if
ownership or occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more than one person
or entity.

Pedestrian Access.

Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the
2030 Comprehensive Plan.
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(1) Two (2) double faced or two (2) single faced signs not to exceed seventy-five (75) square
feet in area and thirty-five (35) feet in height.

(2) Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the occupancy
frontage of the building abutting a public right-of-way are permitted.

(3) One (1) under-the-canopy sign per occupancy, not exceeding a maximum of eight (8)
square feet in area per sign, is permitted, provided that any square footage used for an
under-the-canopy sign shall be subtracted from the maximum allowable square footage
for wall signs on the building in question.

(4) Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet.

D. Landscaping:

The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the
Zoning Code or as approved by the Planning and Development Department.

E. Utilities:

Water will be provided by JEA.
Sanitary sewer will be provided by JEA.
Electric will be provided by JEA.

G. Wetlands

Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state and federal requirements.

VI. DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a preliminary
development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development
Department identifying all then existing and proposed uses within the Property, and showing the
general layout of the overall Property.

VII. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION
FOR THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of Jacksonville
2030 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project will be beneficial to

the surrounding neighborhood and community.
