An ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $250,000 FROM TOURIST DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL (“tdc”) FUND BALANCE TO THE TDC OPERATIONS ACCOUNT TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDING FOR TOURIST DEVELOPMENT MARKETING EFFORTS; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE TDC; WAIVING CONFLICTING PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 666 (DUVAL COUNTY TOURIST DEVELOPMENT PLAN), ORDINANCE CODE; providing an effective date.


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 125.0104, Florida Statutes, and Chapter 70, Ordinance Code, the Tourist Development Council (the “TDC”) has the responsibility to identify and facilitate activities and events which promote and advertise tourism in Duval County and to provide for the effective use of tourist development tax revenue in promoting and advertising such activities and events; and

WHEREAS, as of the quarterly meeting of the TDC on February 18, 2016, the majority of appropriated funds have been awarded; and


WHEREAS, additional grant requests exceeding available TDC funds may be forthcoming in the current fiscal year; and

WHEREAS, at its February meeting, the TDC voted unanimously to request that City Council allocate $250,000.00 from TDC Fund Balance to the TDC Operations Account so that additional funding can be provided for marketing efforts; now therefore 
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
