ORDINANCE 2016-308-E
AN ORDINANCE regarding Millers creek special district; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2014-700-E WHICH ESTABLISHED THE CHARTER FOR MILLERS CREEK SPECIAL DISTRICT (THE “DISTRICT”) TO CLARIFY THE TOTAL NUMBER OF BOARD MEMBERS FOR THE DISTRICT AS SEVEN; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2014-700-E created and empowered the Millers Creek Special District in accordance with Section 189.02, Ordinance Code; and


WHEREAS, the original draft ordinance established a five member board of supervisors; and


WHEREAS, during the legislative process, a community meeting was held on the pending legislation and a recommendation was made to increase the number of the board of supervisors from five (5) to seven (7); and

WHEREAS, the City Council, via a floor amendment, amended the bill to include the increase in number of the board of supervisors from five (5) to seven (7); and  
WHEREAS, due to a scrivener’s error the final enrolled bill referenced the increase in the board of supervisors in one section, but also references a five member board in several places; and

WHEREAS, the Millers Creek Special District has enacted Resolution No. 16-02 in support of the Council amendment to Ordinance 2014-700-E to clarify the correct number of board supervisors is seven (7) and not five (5), which has been attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Reso, May 16, 2016 – Finance” and incorporated by reference herein; now therefore  

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Ordinance 2014-700-E amended.  Ordinance 2014-700-E, Title and Section 1 (Establishment of Charter for Millers Creek Special District), is amended in part, and as amended shall read as follows: 
“AN ORDINANCE REGARDING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE MILLERS CREEK SPECIAL DISTRICT IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 189.02, FLORIDA STATUTES; ADOPTING A CHARTER FOR THE “MILLERS CREEK SPECIAL DISTRICT” FOR THE LIMITED PURPOSE OF MAINTAINING THE PORTION OF MILLERS CREEK ADJACENT TO THE PROPERTIES WITHIN THE DISTRICT’S BOUNDARIES TO ENABLE CONTINUING ACCESS TO THE ST. JOHNS RIVER; ESTABLISHING A FIVE SEVEN MEMBER BOARD OF SUPERVISORS TO BE ORIGINALLY APPOINTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL WITH ALL FIVE SEVEN TERMS EXPIRING ON NOVEMBER 20, 2016, AND ALL FIVE SEVEN SUPERVISORS BEING ELECTED BY THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS OF THE DISTRICT BEGINNING WITH THE 2016 GENERAL ELECTION; PROVIDING FOR THE BOUNDARIES OF THE DISTRICT; PROVIDING THAT THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS SHALL HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO IMPOSE A NON-AD VALOREM ASSESSMENT IN AN AMOUNT UP TO $3,000 ANNUALLY FOR EACH RESIDENTIAL UNIT AND EACH PARCEL WITH A CANAL ACCESS EASEMENT; PROVIDING THAT THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS SHALL HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS FOR THE LIMITED PURPOSE OF MAINTAINING THE CANAL SYSTEM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.”

“Section 3.
Governing Body and Elections.




(A)
The governing body of the District shall consist of five seven Supervisors who each reside within the District and are qualified electors of the State of Florida.  The original Board of Supervisors shall be appointed by the City Council of the City of Jacksonville and all five seven initial terms shall expire on November 20, 2016.  At the 2016 general election, the qualified electors of the District shall elect three four Supervisors who shall serve for terms of four years (Seats 1, 3 and 5, and 7) and two three Supervisors who shall serve for terms of two years (Seats 2, and 4, and 6).  The term of office for each Supervisor thereafter shall be four years.  If, during a term of office, a vacancy occurs, the remaining members of the Board shall fill the vacancy by an appointment for remainder of the unexpired term.  



(B)
The following individuals are hereby appointed by the City Council to the original Board of Supervisors: Jonathon Wright - 1510 Mayfair Road (Seat 1); Nathan Thilges - 1503 Gay Ave (Seat 2); Rene Pulido-1252 Mayfair Road (Seat 3); Derik Flint-1292 Mayfair Road (Seat 4); Christopher Rose-1316 Mayfair Road (Seat 5); Kay Gilmour-1347 Morier Street (Seat 6); Juan Daniel Pulido- 1254 Mayfair Road (Seat 7).



(C)
Commencing with the 2016 general election, all Supervisors shall be elected on a nonpartisan basis by the qualified electors of the District and shall hold office until their successors are elected and qualified.  Candidates shall declare and qualify for individual seats, and elections shall be held at the general election in November and conducted in the manner prescribed by law for holding general elections. 



(D)
Any Supervisor may be removed from office by the City Council for misfeasance, malfeasance, or willful neglect of duty. 



(E)
No Supervisor shall receive compensation for his or her service.



(F)
No Supervisor may reside in the same household as another Supervisor.

Section 2.

Retroactive applicability.

This ordinance shall be retroactive in application so that the amendment adopted herein shall be effective as if it were contained in the original enabling Ordinance 2014-700-E.

Section 3.

All other aspects of Ordinance 2014-700-E unchanged.  With the exception of Section 1 of this ordinance, in all other respects Ordinance 2014-700-E shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.

Section  4.
Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor, or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
