Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates $122,524.00 from Mosquito Control Fund Balance to budget State funds carried over from Fiscal Year 2015 and allocate such funds for insecticide, equipment, parts, and services to support current operations in Fiscal Year 2016, as initiated by B.T. 16-059; it provides a carryover of funds to Fiscal Year 2016-2017.
Background Information: Mosquito Control receives matching state funds through the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (FDACS), recently $43,009 annually.  State funds are accounted separately from local funds.  Additional funds accrue from the sale of surplus mosquito control property, interest earnings, and other government revenue or reimbursements, such as FEMA reimbursement. State matching funds supplement the General Fund budget for Mosquito Control by purchasing chemicals, durable equipment and maintenance supplies and services, including employee training.
