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AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $122,524.00 FROM MOSQUITO CONTROL FUND BALANCE TO BUDGET STATE FUNDS CARRIED OVER FROM FISCAL YEAR 2015 AND ALLOCATE SUCH FUNDS FOR INSECTICIDE, EQUIPMENT, PARTS, AND SERVICES TO SUPPORT CURRENT OPERATIONS IN FISCAL YEAR 2016, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-059; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is being transferred from Fund Balance JXSF012-38901 to ERMC012, Subobjects 04002, 04603, 04938, 05215, 05216, 05402, and 06402.
Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated herein shall not lapse at the end of the current fiscal year but shall carry over into fiscal year 2016-2017.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to budget state funds carried over from Fiscal Year 2015 and allocate such funds for insecticide, equipment, parts, and services to support current operations in Fiscal Year 2016. The appropriation transfers funds from Fund balance to subobjects for Travel Expense ($1,000.00), Repairs and Maintenance ($2,500.00), Miscellaneous Services and Charges ($5,000.00), Repair and Maintenance Supplies ($38,000.00), Other Operating Supplies ($50,000.00), Dues, Subscriptions ($524.00), and Capital Equipment-Machinery ($25,000.00). The budget transfer will be certified by the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (FDACS) as a Budget Amendment to Subfund ERMC012. State Budget Amendment (FDACS Form 13613) is attached hereto as Exhibit 2. Available balance was computed after Fiscal Year 2015 closed out.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Mosquito Control BT Summary

Mosquito Control receives matching state funds through the Florida Department of Agriculture and
Consumer Services (FDACS), recently $43,009 annually. State funds are accounted separately from local
funds and designated as Subfund ERMC012. Additional funds accrue from the sale of surplus mosquito
control property, interest earnings, and other government revenue or reimbursements, such as FEMA
reimbursement. Annual matching funds plus accruals to the state fund balance must be budgeted
annually, per state budget rule. BTs are necessary to fully execute this directive.

State matching funds supplement the General Fund budget for Mosquito Control (ERMC011) by
purchasing chemicals, durable equipment and maintenance supplies and services, including employee
training. The allocation of state funds is reported to, and approved by, FDACS through annual budget
submissions and periodic Budget Amendments. This BT will generate a Budget Amendment to the State.

This BT allocates $122,524 accumulated state funds, the “fund balance,” for arthropod control during
FY2016 across several budget objects.

The Budget Office analyzed Subfund ERMC012 and developed the eligible amount recommended on the
BT. Mosquito Control developed the allocation schedule presented in the Budget Transfer Line Item
Detail.
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
