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ORDINANCE 2016-323-E
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AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016 JACKSONVILLE PORT AUTHORITY (JPA) BUDGET; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2015-504-E (THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE BUDGET ORDINANCE) TO REVISE JPA BUDGET REVISED SCHEDULE I AND REVISED SCHEDULE J IN ORDER TO BUDGET FUNDS RECEIVED FROM A LITIGATION SETTLEMENT FOR DEFECTIVE DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION OF PAVEMENT AND TO ALLOCATE THOSE FUNDS FOR CAPITAL REPAIRS AND DEBT PAY DOWN; ATTACHING AND INCORPORATING SECOND REVISED SCHEDULE I AND SECOND REVISED SHEDULE J; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2015-504-E, which included the 2015-2016 Fiscal Year budget for the Jacksonville Port Authority (JPA) was enacted by Council on September 21, 2015, and became effective October 1, 2015; and
WHEREAS, JPA filed a lawsuit alleging defective design and construction of the Dames Point Container Terminal pavement; and

WHEREAS, JPA was successful and received a settlement check in the amount of $10,250,000 (Settlement Funds); and

WHEREAS, the JPA Board intends to use these Settlement Funds for capital improvements and to pay down debt; and 

WHEREAS, on February 22, 2016 the JPA Board approved a   resolution amending 2015-504-E, which amends Revised Schedule I and Revised Schedule J of the Fiscal Year 2015-2016 JPA budget, the resolution of the JPA Board is attached hereto as Exhibit 1,; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.  
Amending Section 4.1 (Estimated Revenues; Appropriation) and 4.2 (Allocations, Allotments and Transfers) of Ordinance 2015-504-E, 2015-2016 Budget Ordinance.  Ordinance 2015-504-E, Section 4.1 (Estimated Revenues; Appropriation) and Section 4.2 (Allocations, Allotments and Transfers), are hereby amended, in part,  to revise Revised Schedule I and Revised Schedule J to the JPA budget.  Second Revised Schedule I and Second Revised Schedule J are attached hereto as Exhibit 2, and is by this reference, made a part of Ordinance 2015-504-E and replaces Revised Schedule I and Revised Schedule J that are currently attached to the Ordinance. 
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the schedule changes referenced in Section 1 above is to receive the unbudgeted settlement funds in the amount of $10,250,000 (Settlement Funds) which necessitates a change in the Estimated Revenues and to allow the JPA to expend the Settlement Funds. Furthermore the changes in the capital budget are also needed as $2,000,000 of the Settlement Funds will be expended to repair the defect and the remaining amount of the Settlement Funds will be used to reduce the JPA’s existing debt.

Section 3.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor, or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Port Authority (the Authority)
submitted an Operating and Capital Budget for the Fiscal Year
Ending September 30, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Jacksonville approved
the Authority‘s Operating and Capital Budget for the Fiscal Year
Ending September 30, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the Authority filed a lawsuit against defendants

relating to the design and construction c¢f the pavement at the
Dames Point Container Terminal; and

WHEREAS, the Authority’s Board approved settlement
agreements and releases with each of the defendants, which
required the defendants to pay the Authority $10,250,000
(settlement funds); and

WHEREAS, the Authority received the settlement funds in FY

2016 and accordingly a budget amendment is required in order to
expend the settlement funds.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of
the Jacksonville Port Authority:

Section 1: The Authority hereby approves a proposed

Operating and Capital Budget Amendment for the Fiscal Year
Ending September 30, 2016.

Section 2: Management is hereby authorized and directed to
formally submit the proposed Operating and Capital Budget
Amendment in the appropriate format to the Council of the City
of Jacksonville.

Section 3: Effective Date. This Resolution shall take
effect immediately upon its adoption.
