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ORDINANCE 2016-324-E
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AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 122.421(b), ORDINANCE CODE, THE GRANTING OF PARCEL 809, A PERPETUAL EASEMENT LYING OVER A 30-FOOT RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR DRAINAGE AND UTILITIES BETWEEN HOULE ROAD AND PULASKI ROAD IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7, TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) NEEDED BY FDOT FOR THE WIDENING OF I-295 FROM THE DAMES POINT BRIDGE TO NORTH OF PULASKI ROAD FROM FOUR (4) LANES TO EIGHT (8) LANES FOR THE PURPOSE OF MAINTAINING THE STORM WATER MANAGEMENT FACILITY OUTFALL SYSTEM FOR I-295; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A PERPETUAL EASEMENT AND ALL OTHER DOCUMENTS NECESSARY OR APPROPRIATE TO GRANT THE PERPETUAL EASEMENT TO FDOT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Grant of perpetual easement approved.  There is hereby approved, in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the grant to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) of Parcel 809, a perpetual easement lying over a 30-foot right-of-way for drainage and utilities established in Raymond Estates, Plat Book 26, Page 36 of the Public Records of Duval County, Florida, dated June 29, 1955, between Houle Road and Pulaski Road in Council District 7, as more particularly delineated in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference . 
Section 2.

Execution of Perpetual Easement authorized. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Perpetual Easement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and all other documents necessary or appropriate to grant the perpetual easement to FDOT.  
Section 3. 
Purpose.
Parcel 809 is needed by FDOT for the widening of I-295 from the Dames Point Bridge to north of Pulaski Road from four (4) lanes to eight (8) lanes for the purpose of maintaining the storm water management facility outfall system for I-295.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

A part of the 30 foot Drainage and Utility Right of way, Raymond Estates according to the plat
thereof as recorded in Plat Book 26, Page 36, of the current Public Records of Duval County,
Florida, also being a part of Section 15 of the subdivision of Section 46, the John Broward Grant,
Township 1 South, Range 27 East, Duval County, Florida, according to the plat thereof as recorded
in Plat Book 1, Page 7, of the former Public Records of Duval County, Florida, also being a part of
those lands described and recorded in Official Records Book 6772, page 1637 of said current Public
Records, being more particularly described as follows:

‘Commence at the Northeast corner of the Southeast One Quarter of Section 15 of the subdivision

of Section 46, the John Broward Grant, Township 1 South, Range 27 East, Duval County, Florida,
according to the plat thereof as recorded in Plat Book 1, Page 7, of the former Public Records of
Duval County, Florida; thence South 89° 33' 01" West, along the northerly line of said Southeast
One Quarter of Section 15, a distance of 383.01 feetto a point on the easterly existing right of way
line of Houle Road, (an 80 foot right of way), thence South 00° 26’ 17" East, departing said northerly
line and along said easterly existing right of way line, a distance of 369.08 feet to a point on the
northerly right of way line of said Drainage and Utility right of way, Raymond Estates according to the
plat thereof as recorded in Plat Book 26, Page 36, of the current Public Records of Duval County,
Florida, and the Point of Beginning; thence South 87° 38’ 02" East, along said northerly line, a
distance of 268.94 feet to a point on the southwesterly existing limited access right of way line of
State Road No. 9A (Interstate 95 - a variable width limited access right of way); thence South 00° 26’
17" East, along said southwesterly existing limited access right of way line, a distance of 30.04 feet
to the southerly right of way line of said Drainage and Ultility right of way, thence North 87° 38’ 02"
West, along said southerly Drainage and Ultility right of way, a distance of 268.94 feet to said
easterly existing right of way line of Houle Road: thence North 00° 26’ 17" West, along said easterly
existing right of way line, 30.04 feet to the Point of Beginning.
