A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE ADMINISTRATION, FACULTY, AND STAFF OF JACKSONVILLE BEACH ELEMENTARY SCHOOL FOR THEIR DEDICATION TO PROVIDING JACKSONVILLE’S CHILDREN WITH AN ENRICHING AND CHALLENGING EDUCATION AND ON BEING NAMED A BLUE RIBBON SCHOOL BY THE NATIONAL BLUE RIBBON SCHOOLS PROGRAM OF THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, originally founded in 1939 as a school for African-American students residing at the beaches, Jacksonville Beach Elementary became the only dedicated elementary magnet school for gifted and talented children in the City of Jacksonville in 1993; and


WHEREAS, the school has remained committed to its mission of providing all of its students with an enriching and challenging education, instructing children to seek, explore, discover, and develop their minds to the fullest potential as well as teaching children the skills necessary to be responsible citizens and lifelong learners; and 
WHEREAS, Jacksonville Beach Elementary School allows its students to expand their skills beyond core academics by offering more than the average school’s amenities by providing enrichment labs, leadership clubs, and after-school programs; and 
WHEREAS, for over two decades, children from all over the City of Jacksonville have benefited from the quality education for which Jacksonville Beach Elementary has long been known; and

WHEREAS, the commitment to excellence of faculty, staff, and students has resulted in Jacksonville Beach Elementary achieving an “A” school ranking since the 1999-2000 school year, the current ranking being first among all Duval County public elementary schools, and being named a Blue Ribbon Award Winner for 2015 by the National Blue Ribbon Schools Program of the U.S. Department of Education, one of only four elementary schools in Florida to achieve that award for exemplary high performance; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends the administration, faculty and staff of Jacksonville Beach Elementary School for their commitment to providing the children of Jacksonville with an enriching and challenging education and congratulates everyone involved on achieving a Blue Ribbon Award from the National Blue Ribbon Schools Program of the U.S. Department of Education for 2015. The City Council extends its best wishes to the faculty, staff and students for many more years of quality learning.
