Bill Summary: The bill authorizes execution of a 5-year interlocal agreement between the City and the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) to facilitate joint compliance with the requirements of the agencies’ National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) stormwater control and discharge permits. The Department of Public Works is designated as the City’s oversight agency for the agreement.
Background Information: The new agreement extends the long-standing interlocal agreement (originally established in 1993) for 5 additional years and revises it to incorporate the latest revised MS4 permit requirements. FDOT contracts with the City to manage the stormwater management infrastructure mapping, inspection, water quality monitoring and illicit discharge investigations, permitting and reporting for its facilities in Jacksonville on a fee-for-service basis. The Environmental Quality Division of the Neighborhoods Department performs the bulk of the service with assistance from the Department of Public Works as necessary. The new agreement also aligns the Interlocal agreement term with the MS4 permit cycle to reduce confusion about funding cycles.
Policy Impact Area: Stormwater permit management
Fiscal Impact: The FDOT will pay the City a total of $1,900,171 over the 5-year term of the agreement for services provided on an invoice basis.
