Explanation of Appropriation


The funding above is being transferred from the Federal Emergency Management Agency and the Reserve for Federal Programs to the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program Group IV.
Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2016-2017.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide additional funding in the amount of $111,967.00 ($83,975.00 from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) through the Florida Division of Emergency Management and a 25% City match of $27,992.00 from the Reserve for Federal Programs) for the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program. The grant funding for the Group IV Wind Retrofit Project (the “Project”) covers the expenses of permitting, labor, and materials for the installation of missile-impact resistant coverings, including storm shutters for windows, apparatus bay doors, egress doors, and other openings, at Fire Stations #19, #35, #37, #43, #49, #50, #52, #57, and #58. The intent of the Project is to prevent wind damage to fire stations, their apparatus, and their contents from winds up to 150 miles per hour. The Project will reduce or eliminate the long-term risk of wind damage to City-owned infrastructure at the nine fire stations, reduce claims under the City’s insurance program, and improve the City’s rating through the Duval County Local Mitigation Strategy for floodplain and mitigation management. The funds will expire March 31, 2017. 
Section 4.

Authorization to execute.  The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Modification to Subgrant Agreement between the Division of Emergency Management and City of Jacksonville, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Oversight Department.
The Fire and Rescue Department shall oversee the Projects.
Section 6.

MODIFICATION TO SUBGRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AND
CITY OF JACKSONVILLE

This Modification Number One is made and entered into by and between the State of
Florida, Division of Emergency Management ("the Division”), and the City of Jacksonville (“the
Recipient") to modify Contract Number: 14HM-6B-04-26-02-394, dated February 7, 2014 ("the
Agreement").

WHEREAS, the Division and the Recipient have entered into the Agreement, pursuant to
which the Division has provided a subgrant to the Recipient under the Hazard Mitigation Grant
Program of $107,388.00, in Federal Funds; and

WHEREAS, the Division and the Recipient desire to modify the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement will expire on September 20, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the Division and the Recipient desire to extend the terms of the Agreement,

and modify the Budget by and Scope of Work by increasing the Federal funding by $83,975.00 *
under the Agreement. :

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises of the parties contained
herein, the parties agree as follows:
1. Paragraph 3 of the Agreement is hereby amended to read as follows:
(3) PERIOD OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement shall begin February 7, 2014, and shall end March 31, 2017; unless
terminated earlier in accordance with the provisions of paragraph (12) of this
Agreement.

2. The Agreement is amended to increase the Federal Funding by $83,975.00, for the
maximum amount payable under the Agreement to@m ,363.00; (One Hundred Ninety
One Thousand Three Hundred Sixty Three Dollars and No Cents).

3. Paragraph 11 of the Agreement is hereby amended to read as follows:
(11) REMEDIES

If an Event of Default occurs, then the Division shall, after thirty calendar days
written notice to the Recipient and upon the Recipient's failure to cure within those thirty
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days, exercise any one or more of the following remedies, either concurrently or
consecutively:

(a) Terminate this Agreement, provided that the Recipient is given at least thirty
days prior written notice of the termination. The notice shall be effective when placed in
the United States, first class mail, postage prepaid, by registered or certified mail-return
receipt requested, to the address in paragraph (13) herein;,

(b) Begin an appropriate legal or equitable action to enforce performance of this
Agreement;

(c) Withhold or suspend payment of all or any part of a request for payment;

(d) Require that the Recipient refund to the Division any monies used for
ineligible purposes under the laws, rules and regulations governing the use of these
funds;

(e) Exercise any corrective or remedial actions, to include but not be limited to:

1. Request additional information from the Recipient to determine the
reasons for or the extent of non-compliance or lack of performance;

2. Issue a written warning to advise that more serious measures may be
taken if the situation is not corrected;

3. Advise the Recipient to suspend, discontinue or refrain from incurring
costs for any activities in question or

4. Require the Recipient to reimburse the Division for the amount of costs
incurred for any items determined to be ineligible.

(f) Exercise any other rights or remedies which may be available under law;

(g) Pursuing any of the above remedies will not stop the Division from pursuing
any other remedies in this Agreement or provided at law or in equity. If the Division
waives any right or remedy in this Agreement or fails to insist on strict performance by
the Recipient, it will not affect, extend or waive any other right or remedy of the Division,
or affect the later exercise of the same right or remedy by the Division for any other
default by the Recipient.

The Budget and Scope of Work, Attachment A to the Agreement, are hereby modified as
set forth in 1% Revised Attachment A to this Modification, a copy of which is attached
hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

. All provisions of the Agreement being modified and any attachments in conflict with this
Modification shall be and are hereby changed to conform with this Modification, effective
on the date of execution of this Modification by both parties.
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6. All provisions not in conflict with this Modification remain in full force and effect, and are
to be performed at the level specified in the Agreement.

Budget and Scope of Work

Project Overview

The hardening of these facilities includes opening protection. The companents and installation for this
wind retrofit project will meet Florida Building Code specifications. This wind retrofit project has only
been evaluated to protect the building envelope and contents and has not been evaluated as a shelter.

Tasks
Task 1

The recipient, the City of Jacksonville shall procure the services of a qualified and licensed Florida
contractor and execute a contract with the selected bidder to complete the scope of work as approved
by the Division and FEMA.

The recipient shall select the qualified, licensed Florida contractor in accordance with the recipient’s
procurement policy as well as all federal and state laws and regulations. All procurement activities will
contain sufficient source documentation and be in accordance will all applicable regulations.

The recipient shall be responsible for furnishing or contracting all labor, materials, equipment, tools,
transportation and supervision and for performing all work as approved by the Division and FEMA.

The recipient and contractor shall be responsible for maintaining a safe and secure worksite for the
duration of the work. The contractor shali maintain all work staging areas in a neat and presentable
condition.

The recipient shall ensure that no contractors or subcontractors are debarred or suspended from
participating in federally funded projects.

The selected contractor shall have a current and valid occupational license/business tax receipt issued
for the type of services being performed.

Task 2

The recipient shall monitor and manage the procurement and installation of opening protection products
in accordance with the HMGP application and associated documentation as presented to the Division by
the recipient and subsequently approved by the Division and FEMA. The recipient shall ensure that all
applicable state, local and federal laws, regulations and codes are followed and documented, as
appropriate.

The recipient will provide storm shutters for the windows, apparatus bay doors, egress doors and other
openings for nine (9) fire stations.

e Fire Station No. 19, located at 1072 Rogero Road (30°19'51.35"N, 81°35'22.13"W), two doors,
four bay doors and seven windows will be retrofitted.

» Fire Station No. 35, located at 12851 North Main Street (30°28'12.78"N, 81°37'53.51"W), five
doors, six bay doors, twelve windows and three louvers will be retrofitted.

+ Fire Station No. 37, located at 10151 Busch Drive North (30°25'16.02"N, 81°38'07.18"W), six
doors, six bay doors, twenty windows and three louvers will be retrofitted.

o Fire Station No. 43, located at 18260 Pennsylvania Avenue (30°12'00.64"N, 82°00'30.26"W),
five doors, three bay doors, eleven windows, and four louvers will be retrofitted.

s Fire Station No. 49, located at 14880 Yellow Bluff Road (30°30'32.31"N, 81°35'01.54"W), three
doors, four bay doors, and eleven windows will be retrofitted.

e Fire Station No. 50, located at 3275 Tamaya Boulevard (30°17°16.62N, 81°29'02.92"W), five
doors, eleven windows, and three louvers will be retrofitted.

¢ Fire Station No. 52, located at 6130 Collins Road (30°12'15.12"N, 81°44°30.10"W), three doors,
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four bay doors, and ten windows will be retrofitted.

o Fire Station No. 57, located at 11785 West Beaver Street (30°18°'46.97°N, 81°51'39.83"W), five
doors, six bay doors, twelve windows, and three louvers will be retrofitted.

e Fire Station No. 58, located at 251 Joeandy Road (30°19'30.46"N, 81°27'36.64"W), six doors,
twenty windows, six bay doors and six louvers will be retrofitted.

This project is intended to prevent wind damage to fire stations and their content up to 150 mile per hour
winds. This project has NOT been evaluated for use as a shelter.

Installation and retrofitting activities will be completed by a qualified and licensed Florida contractor. The
recipient is responsible for ensuring all necessary permits are aobtained. All work will be completed in
accordance with all required permits and applicable codes and standards. All work will be completed in
accordance with the Florida Building Code.

The recipient shall fully perform the approved hazard mitigation projects, as described in the application,
in accordance with approved scope of work indicated therein, the estimate of costs indicated therein, the
allocation of funds indicated therein, and all applicable terms and conditions. The recipient shall not
deviate from the approved project terms and conditions.

The recipient will provide and maintain competent and adequate construction supervision at the
construction site to ensure that the completed wark conforms with the approved plans and specifications
and will furnish progress reports and such other information as may be required.

Upon completion of the work, the recipient will schedule and participate in a final inspection of the
completed project by the local building official. Any deficiencies found during this final inspection will be
corrected by the recipient prior to recipient's submittal of the final inspection request to the Division.

All project costs must be incurred in accordance with all applicable state, local and federal laws and
regulations.

Task 3

During the course of this agreement the recipient is required to submit requests for reimbursement.
Adequate and complete source documentation is required to be submitted to support all costs (federal
share and local share) related to the project. In some cases, all project activities may not be fully
complete prior to requesting reimbursement of costs incurred in completion of this scope of work;
however, a partial reimbursement may be requested.

The recipient is required to submit an Affidavit signed by the recipient with each reimbursement request
attesting to the completion of the work, disbursements or payments were made in accordance with all
agreement and regulatory conditions, and that reimbursement is due and has not been previously
requested.

The recipient must maintain accurate time records. The recipient must ensure invoices are accurate and
any contracted services were rendered within the terms and timelines of this agreement. All supporting
documentation must agree with the requested billing period. All costs submitted for reimbursement must
contain adequate source documentation which may include but not be limited to: cancelled checks, paid
bills and invoices, payrolls, time and attendance records, contract and subcontract award documents.

Construction Expense: The recipient will pre-audit bills, invoices, and/or charges submitted by the
contractors and subcontractors and pay the contractors and subcontractors for approved bills, invoices,
and/or charges. Recipient will ensure that all contractor/subcontractor bills, invoices, andfor charges are
legitimate and clearly identify the activities being performed and associated costs.

Project Management Expenses: The recipient shall pre-audit source documentation such as payroll
records, project time sheets, attendance logs, etc. Documentation shall be detailed information
describing tasks performed, hours devoted to each task, and the hourly rate charged for each hour
including enough information to calcuiate the hourly rates based on payroll records. Employee benefits
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must be clearly shown.

The Division will review all submitted requests for reimbursement for basic accuracy of information.
Further, the Division will ensure that no unauthorized work was completed prior to the approved project
start date by verifying vendor and contractor invoices. The Division will verify that reported costs were
incurred in the performance of eligible work, that the approved work was completed, and that the
mitigation measures are in compliance with the approved scope of work prior to processing any requests
for reimbursement.

Quarterly reports must be submitted by the recipient and received by the Division at the times provided
in this agreement prior to the processing of any reimbursement.

Deliverables
Deliverable 1

The recipient will provide documentation demonstrating the results of the procurement process. This will
include a rationale for the method of procurement and selection of contract type, contractor selection
and bid tabulation.

The recipient will provide an executed “Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility, Voluntary Exclusion Form”
for each contractor and subcontractor performing services under this agreement.

Executed contracts with contractors and subcontractors will be provided to the Division by the recipient.
The recipient will provide copies of professional licenses for contractors selected to perform services.

The recipient shall provide a copy of a current and valid occupational license or business tax receipt
issued for the type of services to be performed by selected contractor.

Deliverable 2

Upon completion of Task 2, the recipient will submit the following documents with sufficient supporting
documentation, and will provide a summary of all contract scope of work changes, if any. Additional
documentation will include:

1 Copy of the permit

2. Local Building Official Final Approval;

3. Photographs of completed project;

4 Two (2) sets of final or “as-built” construction documents for each of the nine Fire Station
retrofits certified by the applicable registered or licensed professional of record upon
completion of the project.

5. Any other documentation requested by the Division.

Deliverable 3

The recipient shall submit to the Division requests for reimbursement of actual construction and
administrative costs related to the project. The requests for reimbursement will include:

1. Contractor, subcontractor, and/or vendor invoices which clearly display dates of services
performed, description of services performed, location of services performed, cost of
services performed, name of service provider and any other pertinent information.

2. Proof of payment from the recipient to the contractor, subcontractor, and/or vendor for
invoiced services.
3. Clear identification of amount of costs being requested for reimbursement as well as costs

being applied against the local match amount.

The recipient’s final request for reimbursement should include the final construction project cost.
Supporting documentation must show that all contractors and subcontractors have been paid.
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Provided the Subgrantee performs in accordance with the Scape of Work outlined in this
Agreement, the Division shall reimburse the Subgrantee based on the percentage of overall project
completion.

Financial Consequences

If City of Jacksonville fails to comply with any term of the award and/or agreement, the Division shall
take one or more of the following actions, as appropriate in the circumstances:

1. Temporarily withhold cash payments pending correction of the deficiency by the recipient;
2. Disallow all or part of the cost of the activity or action not in compliance;

3. Wholly or partly suspend or terminate the current award for the recipient's program;

4. Withhold further awards for the program; or

5. Take other remedies that may be legally available.

Project Conditions:

1. Fire Station 50 is partially within the Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA), Zone A per FIRM
12031C0411H, effective 6/3/2013. As such, the Title Holder must adhere to the following
restrictions:

« The Title Holder must insure all structures that will not be demolished or relocated out of the
SFHA to an amount at least equal to the project cost or to the maximum limit of coverage
made available with respect to the particular property, whichever is less, through the Nation
Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), as authorized by 42 U.S.C. §4001 et seq., as long as the
Title Holder holds title to the property as required by 42 U.S.C. §4012a.

e The Title Holder must maintain all structures on the property in accordance with the flood
plain management criteria set forth in Title 44 of the code of Federal Regulation (CFR) part
60.3 and City/County Ordinance as long as the Title Holder holds title to the property.

e The Title Holder must notify subsequent purchasers that SFHA conditions are attached to
the property. This will be accomplished by the Title Holder ensuring that the City/County will
legally record with the county or appropriate jurisdiction’s land records a notice that includes
the name of the current title holder (including book/page reference to record of current title,
if readily available), a legal description of the property, and a declaration that Federal Law
requires flood insurance coverage during the life of the property

2. The Recipient must follow all applicable state, local and federal laws regulations and
requirements, and obtain (before starting project work) and comply with all required permits and
approvals. Failure to obtain all appropriate federal, state, and local environmental permits and
clearances may jeopardize federal funding. If project work is delayed for a year or more after the
date of the categorical exclusion (CATEX), then coordination with and project review by
regulatory agencies must be redone.

3. Any change, addition or supplement to the approved Scope of Work that alters the project
{including other work not funded by FEMA, but done substantially at the same time), regardless
of the budget implications, will require re-submission of the application to FEMA through the
Florida Division of Emergency Management (FDEM) for National Environmental Policy Act
(NEPA) re-evaluation before starting project work.

4. The Recipient shall coordinate with and seek approval from the local floodplain administrator to
adhere to local floodplain ordinances due to the locatian of the building in the Special Flood
Hazard Area (SFHA). Verification of this will be required at project closeout.
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5.

If ground disturbing activities occur during construction, the recipient will monitor ground
disturbance. In the event of an unexpected discovery involving an Undertaking that has affected
a previously unidentified historic property, human remains, or affected a known historic property
in an unanticipated manner, the recipient should cease all activities involving subsurface
disturbance in the immediate vicinity of such discoveries and take all reasonable measures to
avoid or minimize harm to the property. The recipient, or other designee, should contact the
Florida Department State, Division of Historical Resources, Review and Compliance Section at
850.245.6333 or 800.847.7278, as well as the FDEM and FEMA. Project activities should
resume without verbal and/or written authorization for the Division of Historical Resources and
FEMA. In the event that unmarked human remains are encountered during permitted activities,

all work shall stop immediately and the proper autharities notified in accordance with Section

872.05, Florida Statutes.

6. Construction vehicles and equipment used for this project shall be maintained in good working

order to minimize pollutant emissions.

This is FEMA project number 4068-19-R, funded under HMGP-4068-DR-FL.
