Bill Summary: The bill authorizes the Mayor to execute a contract between the City and the Florida Department of Environmental Protection for the City to operate a gasoline storage tank clean-up program on behalf of the FDEP for a period of 5 years through June 2021.
Background Information: The new contract is an extension of the agreement that has been in place between the City and the FDEP for 25 years under which the City’s Environmental Quality Division operates the gasoline storage tank clean-up program on behalf of the FDEP. The EQD inspects gasoline tank sites where leaks have been detected and oversees the development and implementation of site clean-up plans. The City is reimbursed on an annual basis by FDEP for services provided on the basis of an annual appropriation by the Florida Legislature for the purpose.
Policy Impact Area: Environmental protection and clean-up
Fiscal Impact: The EQD anticipates being reimbursed approximately $1.58 million by the FDEP for overseeing work at 658 sites in the city.
