Introduced by Council President at the request of the Mayor: 

ORDINANCE 2016-357-E
An ordinance AMENDING Section 90.101 (board of library trustees), CHAPTER 90 (Board of library trustees), ORDINANCE CODE, to CHANGE the board term expiring date from july 15 to september 30; providing for an effective date.

WHEREAS, Chapter 90 (Library Board of Trustees), Ordinance Code, has the term of the Library Board of Trustees expiring July 15 of the last year of the term; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Library Trustees, has requested that the term expiring date of the board members be changed from July 15 to September 30; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Library Trustees oversees a budget which for the fiscal year 15-16 was $31,652,201; and having board members terms end July 15 at the beginning of the City’s budgetary process is disruptive and not conducive to institutional fiscal knowledge of the City’s budgetary process and the libraries financial needs; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Library Trustees at its June 9, 2016, meeting approved the term expiration date to be September 30 coterminous with the City’s fiscal year end; now therefore

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amending Section 90.101 (Board of Library Trustees), Chapter 90 (Board of Library Trustees), Ordinance Code.
Section 90.101, Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 90.  Board of Library Trustees.


Sec. 90.101. - Board of Library Trustees. 


There shall be a Board of Library Trustees (hereinafter referred to as the “Board”) to provide free library service for the use and enjoyment of the citizens of the Consolidated Government. The Board shall be composed of at least 14 members, 12 of whom shall be appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council, and they shall be the voting members of the Board. Of the 12 voting members, two members shall be appointed from (reside in) each of the five City Council At Large Groups, and two members shall be appointed at-large. At least 11 of the 12 voting members shall be citizens and residents of the County, and one at-large voting member may be a non-resident provided that said member works in the City and is a patron of the Library. The remaining members shall be non-voting members. The non-voting members shall be as follows: 


(a)
The President of the City Council or his/her designee, 


who shall be a member of the City Council. 


(b)
The Superintendent of Schools or his/her designee.


(c)
At the discretion of the President of the City Council, a 

second member of the City Council may serve as a third 


non-voting member. 


Voting members shall each serve terms of four years but may hold over until their respective successors are appointed and confirmed. The terms of the 12 voting members shall be staggered so that three members shall be appointed to terms of four years every year. All terms shall be for four years expiring July 15 September 30 of the last year of the term. No voting member appointed to the Board for two consecutive full terms shall be eligible for appointment to the next succeeding term.
