ORDINANCE 2016-358-E
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE DIRECTOR OF FINANCE and administration/CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICER TO EXECUTE CERTAIN REQUIRED BUDGET FORMS RELATING TO ARTHROPOD CONTROL BY THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE AND CONSUMER SERVICES; DIRECTING THE CHIEF OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD A COPY OF THIS ORDINANCE TO FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE AND CONSUMER SERVICES; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  


WHEREAS, 
pursuant to Chapter 388, Florida Statutes, and the Charter of the City of Jacksonville, the City Council of the City of Jacksonville is responsible to administer and direct arthropod control for Duval County through the implementation of its annual budget ordinance; and 

WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services requires that certain state forms for arthropod control be executed by the Chairman of the Board of County Commissioners or the Clerk of the Circuit Court when the annual budget is finalized and when changes to the arthropod control budget require amendment; and 


WHEREAS, state budget forms may not be altered for signature nor be signed by anyone other than the specific officials enumerated without a resolution by the governing board authorizing a substitution; and

WHEREAS, the annual certification forms required by the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services and the budget amendment forms do not increase the City’s budgetary appropriation to the Mosquito Control Division for arthropod control but instead involve transferring amounts internally within the Mosquito Control Division accounts; and 


WHEREAS, the state requirement that submission of such forms to the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services for changes to the arthropod control budget can mean that the City would need to submit multiple budget forms throughout one fiscal year to the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, each requiring a resolution of the Council authorizing the Council President or another designee to execute the forms; and 


WHEREAS, without timely execution of such arthropod control forms, the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services can and will withhold disbursing quarterly payments due to the City  for arthropod control; and  

WHEREAS, the Council finds that such changes are administrative in nature and can be delegated to the  Director of Finance/ Chief Financial Officer for execution and return to the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
 
Authorizing and Appointing the Director of Finance/CFO to Execute Budget Forms Consistent with Each Fiscal Year Budget.  The City Council of the City of Jacksonville hereby authorizes and designates the Finance and Administration Director/ Chief Financial Officer to execute and submit forms as required by the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services for changes to the budget for arthropod control. The current Annual Certified Budget for Arthropod Control and Arthropod Control Budget Amendment forms are attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein as Exhibit 1.

Section 2.

Directing the Chief of Legislative Services to Forward a Copy of this Ordinance to Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services. This Ordinance shall be forwarded by the Chief of Legislative Services to the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services as evidence of the delegation of authority to the Director of Finance and Administration/Chief Financial Officer to execute such budget forms as shown in Exhibit 1 when necessary on behalf of the Jacksonville City Council.  

Section 3. 
Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that Mosquito Control Division needs to have the required forms referenced in the Ordinance executed prior to the end of the State’s fiscal year of June 30, 2016 so that the City can timely receive reimbursement from the State funding for the current State fiscal year.

Section 4.  
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
