Bill Summary: The ordinance amends Chapter 122 (Public Property), creating a new Section 122.110 (Skateboarding on Public Property), Ordinance Code, so as to prohibit skateboarding on City sidewalks in certain areas, public parking garages and public access ramps, and certain other public property; it recognizes the exercise of County powers.
Background Information: This ordinance amendment is proposed to curb damage to public buildings, concrete steps, benches, walls, parking barriers and other public improvements caused by the inappropriate operation of skateboards.  The new Ordinance Code section would make unlawful for any person to operate a skateboard in or upon locations such as: public sidewalks and walkways within the Downtown Overlay Zone; public property owned or controlled by the City including parks, community centers and fire stations; any public parking garage, including the access/egress ramp; on any public access ramps for persons with disabilities providing pedestrian access to a building; within the boundaries of a sidewalk café or within an area which has received a street closure permit for an event. Penalties are fines: First offense - $25.00; second offense - $50.00; third offense - $100.00; Fourth and subsequent offenses, per offense - $150.00.
