AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE OPTION AGREEMENT FOR SALE OR LEASE OF PROPERTY BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE JACKSONVILLE PORT AUTHORITY (“JAXPORT”), SAID AGREEMENT AUTHORIZING THE CITY TO SUBMIT REQUESTS FOR QUALIFICATIONS AND PROPOSALS ON JAXPORT-OWNED LAND IN MAYPORT AND ALLOWING FOR UTILIZATION OF THE CITY’S OFFICE OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT’S EXPERIENCE AND EXPERTISE IN CRAFTING DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENTS ON REAL ESTATE DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE OFFICE OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Lease agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Option Agreement for Sale or Lease of Property between the City of Jacksonville and the Jacksonville Port Authority (“JaxPort”), in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Rev Agmt, June 20, 2016 – Finance” and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Agreement”). The Agreement will provide authorization for the City to submit requests for qualifications and proposals on JaxPort-owned land in Mayport, thus broadening the search for qualified development partners with the City and JaxPort by allowing a greater array of potential development options beyond Port-related uses. In addition, the Agreement will allow for utilization of the City’s Office of Economic Development’s experience and expertise in crafting development agreements on real estate development projects.

Section 2.

Oversight.

The Office of Economic Development shall oversee the project described herein.
