WHEREAS, on April 4, 2016, the Council President created a Special Committee on Electronic Texting and charged the committee with reviewing the City Council’s policy on electronic communications; and


WHEREAS, the Special Committee on Electronic Texting convened several meetings and received input from the assigned Council Members, Ethics Director, Office of General Counsel, and the Jacksonville Ethics Commission; and 
WHEREAS, the Special Committee on Electronic Texting had presentations on both Ordinance 2015-697 and the City Council President’s Policy on Texting dated March 01, 2016, and had robust discussion on both methods; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council requests that the Council President annually, or more frequently as necessary, review and revise the Council President’s Executive Policy on Electronic Communications during Meetings and publish any changes to the full council. 

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
