Bill Summary: The bill expresses the Council’s support for an application by the North Florida Transportation Planning Organization (TPO) for state SunTrail grant funding to support construction of additional segments of the Timucuan Trail in the northeast corner of the city.
Background Information: The North Florida TPO has ranked construction of additional portions of the Timucuan Trail (3 phases totaling $13.5 million) as its number one priority for SunTrail grant funding. SunTrail (standing for Shared-Use Non-Motorized Trail Network) was created by the Florida Legislature to provide competitive grant funding to paved, non-motorized trails to be added as component of the Florida Greenways and Trails System, at a rate of $25 million per year funded by vehicle tag revenues. 
Policy Impact Area: Recreational facility development
Fiscal Impact: The total cost of remaining phases of the Timucuan Trail is $13.5 million.
