RESOLUTION 2016-381-A
A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE NORTH FLORIDA TRANSPORTATION PLANNING ORGANIZATION’S  APPLICATION FOR SUNTRAIL FUNDING FOR THE TIMUCUAN TRAIL PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Timucuan Trail is a partially constructed 16.5-mile long paved trail that will include segments within Kathryn Abbey Hanna Park and Huguenot Memorial Park, which are public parks managed by the City of Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, planning for the Timucuan Trail began over 20 years ago and many significant segments have been completed to date; and


WHEREAS, when completed the Timucuan Trail will run from Kathryn Abbey Hanna Park to Amelia Island State Park; and 


WHEREAS, the vibrant natural environment of the completed segments provide trail users with the opportunity to enjoy the unique undeveloped sea islands of North Florida and explore the diverse history of native inhabitants and early settlers; and


WHEREAS, completing the trail will greatly enhance the nature-based recreation and fitness opportunities for local citizens as well as expand tourism and the long-distance trail use; and

WHEREAS, the Timucuan Trail is officially designated as part of the East Coast Greenway that runs from Maine to Florida and in 2007 was designated a National Recreational Trail by the USA National Recreation Trails Program; and

WHEREAS, developing the trail has tremendous community support and the project has involved many partners including the City of Jacksonville, Florida Department of Transportation, Florida Park Service, National Park Service, North Florida Transportation Planning Organization, and Florida's Office of Greenways and Trails; and

WHEREAS, as one of the agencies responsible to manage the Timucuan Trail, the City of Jacksonville supports the North Florida TPO’s SunTrail project application for Tier 3 funding (the criteria for which it meets) to complete the remaining segments of the trail; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby supports the application by the North Florida Transportation Planning Organization for Tier 3 SunTrail funding for the Timucuan Trail, TPO’s top priority SunTrail project for the Northeast Florida region. The Timucuan Trail, when completed, will be a vital link in the region’s growing network of non-motorized trails and will be a tourism attractor as part of the extensive Florida Greenways and Trails System, showcasing the incomparable beauty and unique ecology of the Timucuan Ecological and Historic Preserve and Northeast Florida’s barrier islands.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
