RESOLUTION 2016-384 
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING THE MANDARIN BRANCH LIBRARY ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 30TH ANNIVERSARY OF SERVICE TO THE COMMUNITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Mandarin Branch Library opened for business on June 17, 1986, and provided the growing Mandarin area with a spacious, new, state-of-the-art library with automated circulation and an online catalog to meet the growing needs of a rapidly expanding community; and


WHEREAS, the library opened with more than 26,700 square feet and a collection of 9,000 volumes, meeting room space, and a wide variety of fun and educational programs to thousands of happy patrons; and


WHEREAS, the Mandarin Branch Library proved so popular and so well used that in 2005 as part of the Better Jacksonville Plan, its interior was renovated to include additional shelving and a new circulation area; and in 2010 self-checkout machines, interior book drops, and other upgrades were added; and

WHEREAS, in 2015 nearly 178,000 patrons visited the Mandarin Branch library, checking out more than 405,500 items, with nearly 8,000 people attending over 415 programs, enjoying free Wi-Fi access, engaging in more than 25,000 computer sessions, conducting research, and participating in lifelong learning and programs; and


WHEREAS, for 30 years the Mandarin Branch Library has served the Mandarin and Southside area and the entire City of Jacksonville with information, entertainment, expertise and programming for visitors of all ages and needs; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends and congratulates the Mandarin Branch Library on the occasion of its 30th anniversary of service to the community, and extends its best wishes to the staff and patrons of the library for many more years of successful operations.
