AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 44.0( acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 on 0 tyson lake drive between brian lake drive north and dead end (R.E no(s) 002065-0010), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED BY decatur properties, inc., FROM PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT (ordinances 2001-186-E and 2001-1000-e) TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT residential uses AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE adam lake unit 6 PUD; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S);  pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Decatur Properties, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 44.0(  acres located in Council District 12 on 0 Tyson Lake Drive between Brian Lake Drive North and Dead End (R.E. No(s) 002065-0010), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated May 18, 2016 and generally depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District (Ordinances 2001-186-E and 2001-1000-E) to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District (Ordinances 2001-186-E and 2001-1000-E) to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District.  This new PUD district shall generally permit residential uses, and is described, shown and subject to the following attached documents:
Exhibit 1 – Legal Description dated May 18, 2016.

Exhibit 2 – Subject Property per P&D D.

Exhibit 3 – Written Description dated April 22, 2016.

Revised Exhibit 4 – Revised Site Plan dated August 2, 2016.
Exhibit 5 – Development Services Memorandum dated June 22, 2016 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition(s). This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(a)
Signage shall be erected by the developer that indicates on-street parking shall be limited to one side of the street only.

(b)
The development shall work in good faith to provide a connection to the future extension of New World Avenue.

(c)
There will be no increase in density from the currently approved PUD.

(d)
The new 50’ lots will have the same front, side and rear yard setbacks as required by the existing PUD.

(e)
The same floor plans and elevations as currently approved by the Architectural Review Board will be used unless otherwise approved by the ARB.

(f)
The Developer will diligently pursue completion of Unit 5 of Adam’s Lake as currently approved under the existing PUD.

(g)
The developer will create two new passive recreation areas as denoted on the attached site plan.  Area “A” is a small upland which will be accessed from a city street to be named.  Area “B” will encompass the land around a lake and will include a mulch walking trail.

(h)
Developer will provide a mulch walk trail to the property line contiguous to the School Board Property on land which is part of Adam’s Lake Unit 6.

(i)
The Developer will make a contribution of $15,000 to the Adam’s Lake Owners Association to be used for recreational improvements to be determined by the HOA Board.

(j)
The Developer will provide for traffic signalization of the intersection of Normandy Boulevard and Adam’s Lake main entrance.

(k)
The Developer shall provide a 60’ right of way as depicted on Revised Exhibit 4 dated August 2, 2016.  This area shall be reserved for a period not to exceed 5 years from the date of adoption of the PUD Zoning. In the event that the 60’ right of way is not improved by the adjacent property owner to the east, 50’ of this area shall revert back to the developer for use as a single family lot in the development (Lot 44b), bringing the total lot count to 102 lots.  In the event of this reversion occurring, the developer shall reserve a 10’ right of way for pedestrian access to future development to the east.


Section 3.

Owner and Description.

Disclaimer.
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.
