An ordinance appropriating $18,611.00 FROM THE STATE ATTORNEY’S OFFICE TO ESTABLISH A BUDGET TO COVER SALARY AND BENEFITS FOR A JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE (JSO) PUBLIC SAFETY ANALYST POSITION FOR THE PERIOD JULY 2016 THROUGH SEPTEMBER 2016, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-078; approving and authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and the corporation secretary to execute and deliver, for and on behALf of the jacksonville sheriff’s office (JSO), the MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE AND THE STATE ATTORNEY’S OFFICE FOR PUBLIC SAFETY ANALYST POSITION; AUTHORIZING POSITION, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 16-145; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE JSO INFORMATION SYSTEMS MANAGEMENT DIVISION; prOVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to establish a budget to cover salary and benefits for a Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (JSO) Public Safety Analyst position for the period July 2016 through September 2016. All costs for the position will be reimbursed to JSO by the State Attorney’s Office.
