Background Information: State law requires the City Council (acting in its capacity as the county commission) to approve a change in polling location. These changes will become effective immediately. The changes in the boundaries between the precincts are for the purpose of restoring neighborhood integrity, moving boundary lines slightly to keep recognized neighborhoods together in one precinct rather than being split between precincts.
