WHEREAS,
Coach Anthony Flynn retires this year after an illustrious 36-year career as athletic coach and mentor to countless youth in the Duval County Public School system; and

WHEREAS,
shaping and molding the lives of young people is a challenging undertaking; Coach Anthony Flynn did as much and more with diligence, dedication and a widely recognized record of success; and

WHEREAS,
a native of Jacksonville, Coach Flynn graduated from Ribault High School in 1975 and subsequently graduated from Florida A & M University in 1979; his entire career thereafter was a commitment to coaching and mentoring young men and women to succeed in the arena in preparation for the many challenges of life; the number of young lives whom he touched and inspired is legion; and

as Assistant Girls Basketball Coach from 2012 to 2016, Coach Flynn’s team were Dicks National Champions, won State championships in 2013, 2014 and 2016 and four Gateway Championships among other winning title; Coach Flynn also served as Assistant Boys Basketball Coach and Girls Flag Football Coach; and
WHEREAS,
in addition to his outstanding coaching leadership at Raines, other schools in the County had the good fortune to have Coach Flynn’s winning formula for championships: he was Head Boys Basketball Coach at First Coast High School 2003-2006; Head Football Coach at Eugene Butler Middle School 1999-2002; at North Western Junior High School 1986-1989, Coach Flynn was Head Basketball Coach and Girls Head Track Coach; on numerous occasions, Coach Anthony Flynn was named Coach of the Year; and
WHEREAS,
at the various schools where Anthony Flynn coached, young, promising athletes under Coach Flynn’s guidance went on to demonstrate their remarkable skills on higher and professional levels including Florida State University, the University of Florida, in professional basketball and in the National Football League; and

having a good coach and mentor at the side of young men and women during their formative years, at times when they yearn for direction and inspiration, Coach Anthony Flynn was there for them; for 36 years, Coach Flynn provided keen leadership to our young; we are all indebted to him for his many attributes, achievements and legacy; now therefore
