RESOLUTION 2016-423-A
A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE’S DEEPEST SYMPATHIES TO THE VICTIMS OF THE HORRIFIC SHOOTING IN ORLANDO AND EXPRESSING THE CITY’S SOLIDARITY WITH THE CITY OF ORLANDO; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, an unimaginable tragedy was visited upon the City of Orlando this week in the form of a horrific massacre at a nightclub, the worst mass killing in American history; and


WHEREAS, the City of Orlando and its citizens were placed under tremendous pressure in both service response by police, fire and medical personnel and in the devastating impacts of the violence upon the morale of the city; and


WHEREAS, the impact of such a horrific event extends well beyond those immediately affected by the violence to their families, friends and the entire community subjected to this tragic occurrence; and 


WHEREAS, we in the City of Jacksonville are touched in a special way as municipal colleagues and friends with the City of Orlando – its elected officials, first responders, staff and citizens; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby stands with the City of Orlando in this difficult time and pledges our support, assistance and prayers for the victims of the attack and for those who have been touched in any way by this terrible and senseless tragedy.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
