Explanation of Appropriation.

The appropriation described above is providing $143,437 from the General Fund – GSD Fund Balance to the Jacksonville Jaguars to discharge a debt in that amount incurred in connection with the 2014 Florida – Georgia Game. 

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to repay the Jacksonville Jaguars organization (the “Jaguars”) for expenses incurred in connection with the 2014 Florida – Georgia game (the “Game”). In late March, 2016, the administration became aware that the City owed the Jaguars $143,437. This debt was incurred as a result of an agreement between the City and the Florida – Georgia organization (the “Agreement”). Under the Agreement, the City is required to provide a total of 86,913 seats for each annual Game, some of which are “portable bleachers” that are installed before the Game and then removed after the Game. During the 2014 bleacher installation, it was discovered that some of the north end zone improvements prevented installation of bleachers in that area and that some of the improvements would have to be removed and then reinstalled after the Game. No funds were budgeted for this work and notice was short. The Jaguars stepped forward and paid for the work with the expectation that they would be repaid. The appropriation herein discharges this obligation. Copies of the invoices from the Jaguars are attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
