ORDINANCE 2016-426-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $919,752.77 ($534,752.77 FROM GENERAL FUND / General Services District FUND BALANCE AND $385,000.00 FROM NEPTUNE BEACH), TO EFFECTUATE THE SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT, AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 16-088; APPROVING AN AMENDMENT TO THE INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE CITY OF NEPTUNE BEACH AS SETTLEMENT OF THE DISPUTE OVER SOLID WASTE PROCESSING AND DISPOSAL FEES, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE THE RELEASE AND SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT; DESIGNATING CONTRACT OVERSIGHT RESPONSIBILITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (“Jacksonville”) and the City of Neptune Beach (“Neptune Beach”) operate under a 1982 Interlocal Agreement that defines the relationship between Jacksonville and Neptune Beach as it relates to Jacksonville’s provision of governmental services (approved by Resolution 81-1072-403); and

WHEREAS, paragraph (2-A) of the 1982 Interlocal Agreement provides that Neptune Beach has the right to deposit its garbage and refuse in Jacksonville’s landfill free of any charges; and 

WHEREAS, in 1998, the 1982 Interlocal Agreement was amended (approved by Resolution 97-1143-A), and the 1998 Amendment contains a revision to paragraph (2-A) of the 1982 Interlocal Agreement such that if Jacksonville imposes a uniform solid waste processing and disposal fee against residential premises in Jacksonville, paragraph (2-A) is terminated; and

WHEREAS, it is Jacksonville’s position that it imposed a uniform solid waste processing and disposal fee against residential premises in Jacksonville in 2010; however, a dispute arose with Neptune Beach as to whether the fee imposed by Jacksonville was “uniform” and whether Neptune Beach must begin paying solid waste processing and disposal fees to Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, Jacksonville and Neptune Beach wish to amicably resolve the dispute relating to solid waste processing and disposal fees and have negotiated another amendment to the 1982 Interlocal Agreement between the parties, a copy of the “Release and Settlement Agreement” is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein; and

WHEREAS, Neptune Beach’s City Council, at its regular meeting held on June 6, 2016, approved the Release and Settlement Agreement; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to appropriate necessary funds to effectuate the Settlement Agreement ($534,752.77 from General Fund / General Services District Fund Balance and $385,000.00 from Neptune Beach to reimburse the Solid Waste Enterprise Fund for the cost of Neptune Beach solid waste for fiscal years 2011-2012 through 2014-2015 and fiscal year 2015-2016 through December 31, 2015). The calculation for the amount needed to make whole the Solid Waste Enterprise Fund is attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein.
Section 3.

Approval and Authorization.  The Release and Settlement Agreement, attached as Exhibit 1, is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized and directed to execute the Agreement on behalf of the City.

Section 4.

Responsibility for Contract Management and Oversight.  The Public Works Department is hereby designated as the department having the responsibility for contract management and oversight.
