ORDINANCE 2016-441
An ordinance appropriating $125,000 from the CASH CARRYOVER within the soutel/moncrief cra FUND TO provide funding For an update of THE Soutel/MONCRIEF CRA plan; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO SUBSEQUENT FISCAL YEARS; providing for oversight by the office of economic development; providing for an effective date.


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2006-591-E approved the Soutel/Moncrief Community Redevelopment Area (“CRA”); and 


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2008-911-E amended the boundaries of the Soutel/Moncrief area; and


WHEREAS, it is recommended that the CRA plans be updated every five years; now therefore

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation - Appropriate funds from the cash carryover within the Soutel/Moncrief CRA Fund for the purposes of updating the Soutel/Moncrief CRA Plan to include recreational improvements, road improvements, sidewalk improvements, infrastructure improvements, and water sewage improvements.

Section 2.
Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into subsequent fiscal years.

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the update of the Soutel/Moncrief CRA Plan to include recreational improvements, road improvements, sidewalk improvements, infrastructure improvements, and water sewage improvements. The selection of a vendor to create the Soutel/Moncrief CRA Plan shall be conducted pursuant to Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code.  

Section 4.

Oversight. The Mayor is requested to appoint the Office of Economic Development to oversee the project.
Section 5. 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
