Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 above is to provide funding for permitting and engineering, stormwater pond, trail and tennis courts at for Lonnie Miller Regional Park in Council District 10, as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 2 attached hereto. The appropriation also will provide funding for design of a baseball complex at Scott Park in Council District 10, as more particularly described in Exhibit 3 attached hereto. A copy of the Scott Park Scope of Services, Fee and Schedule is On File with the Legislative Services Division. 
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2015-505-E, being the 2016-2020 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide additional funding for the Projects entitled “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Lonnie Miller Recreational Trails”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Permitting and Engineering”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Stormwater Pond”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Tennis Courts” and “Scott Park - Baseball Complex”. The Projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral would prevent the accelerated use of the parks by the citizens of the City of Jacksonville. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2015-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2015-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 4.

Oversight.
 The Mayor is requested to appoint the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department to oversee the projects in Section 2 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.
