ORDINANCE 2016-442
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $1,120,000.00 FROM THE SPECIAL COUNCIL CONTINGENCY - SOUTEL/MONCRIEF CRA ACCOUNT TO the 2016 Authorized Capital Projects Fund (32E) to provide FUNDing for DESIGN planS and DEVELOPMENT FOR LONNIE MILLER REGIONAL PARK, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10; PROVIDING FOR THE Parks, Recreation and community services DEPARTMENT TO OVERSEE THE PROJECTs; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Explanation of Appropriation - Appropriation of funds 
from the Soutel/Moncrief Reserve within the General Fund 
- General Services District to the 2016 Authorized 
Capital Projects Fund (32E) for purposes of providing 
funding for design of a baseball complex at Scott Park 
($100,000), as well as design and construction of a 
performance activity stage ($400,000), development of a 
basketball complex ($300,000), and development of 
additional fields, trails and other recreational 
amenities ($320,000) at Lonnie Miller Regional Park.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 above is to provide funding for design plans and development to add a baseball complex, performance activity stage, basketball courts and additional fields, trails and other recreational amenities for Lonnie Miller Regional Park in Council District 10, and more particularly described in the conceptual plan attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Oversight.
 The Mayor is requested to appoint the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department to oversee the projects in Section 2 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.
