competition; this competition was the largest Elementary Science Olympiad in the history of Florida with 60 teams from all over the state competing for the championship; River City Science Academy Elementary School’s team earned first place in Mystery Packaging and Food Science, second place in Egg Drop, Starry Starry Night and Mystery Powders, and third place in A is for Anatomy; the River City students demonstrated anew their determination and perseverance by working arduously throughout the year to compete against their peers for a spot on the Science Olympiad Team; and

the Rocket Scientists of the River City Science Academy Elementary School have made their parents, teachers, fellow students, Head Coach Michelle L.
