RESOLUTION 2016-449-A
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF DAVID K. ROBERTSON; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, David K. Robertson, a native of Savannah, Georgia, grew up in Jacksonville, earned his bachelor’s degree in accounting from Florida State University and earned his CPA certification in 1978; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Robertson practiced as an accountant for several years before joining the prestigious Reynolds, Smith and Hills architecture and engineering firm as Assistant Controller in 1981, eventually advancing through the leadership ranks to President and Chief Operating Officer in a career that spanned 35 years with the firm; and


WHEREAS, in 1990, David Robertson and six other colleagues organized an employee buyout of the firm, which has grown to become one of the preeminent architecture, engineering and consulting firms in the United States; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Robertson, a long-time resident of Clay County, was extremely active in leadership roles in community affairs, including, among many other accomplishments, serving as Chairman of the Clay County Chamber of Commerce and the Clay County Economic Development Authority, as a member of the board of the Clay County Utility Authority, and on the boards of directors of the Jacksonville Chamber of Commerce, Leadership Florida, Take Stock in Children, Baptist Hospital of Florida and Haven Hospice; and


WHEREAS, David Robertson was a devoted and avid supporter of Florida State University and its athletic program and served as President of the Seminole Boosters Club; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Robertson exemplified leadership, integrity and a commitment to service, and his loss will be keenly felt throughout the Northeast Florida region; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and countless business and civic accomplishments of David K. Robertson, and extends to his family and many friends and colleagues the City’s sincere condolences upon the occasion of his passing. Mr. Robertson’s example of selfless stewardship and civic activism will be long remembered and appreciated by a grateful community.
