RESOLUTION 2016-450-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND HONORING THE 2016 COMCAST LEADERS AND ACHIEVERS SCHOLARSHIP RECIPIENTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Jacksonville is fortunate in having a business community that values civic involvement and is committed to programs that encourage young people to become involved in the community; and

WHEREAS,
since 2001, the Comcast Leaders and Achievers Scholarship Program has recognized the best and the  brightest of our high school seniors and awarded more than $24 million in scholarships to help approximately 23,000 students pursue higher education
;and

WHEREAS,
through the Leaders and Achievers program, Comcast has worked with high school principals and guidance counselors in identifying promising students that exemplify academic achievement and leadership skills; and
WHEREAS,
funded through the Comcast Foundation, the Comcast Leaders and Achievers Scholarship Program awards nominees who strive to achieve their potential, who are catalysts for positive change in their communities, who are involved in their schools, and who serve as models for their fellow students; and
