An ordinance appropriating $900,000.00 FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS TO ESTABLISH A BUDGET FOR THE JACKSONVILLE REENTRY CENTER PROJECT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-100; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE CONTRACTUAL PURCHASE ORDER BETWEEN THE CITY, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE, AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS OF THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE; APPROVING POSITIONS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 16-192; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; prOVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation.

The funding above is a grant from the Florida Department of Corrections.
Section 2.  Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to establish a budget for the Jacksonville Reentry Center Project. The grant funding will cover: i) salary and benefits for four (4) Correctional Services Counselors totaling $239,474.00; ii) contractual services totaling $626,200.00; and, iii) operating expenses totaling $34,326.00. The grant period is from July 1, 2016, through June 30, 2017. 
Section 3.

Approving and authorizing execution of Agreement.

There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Contractual Purchase Order between the City, for and on behalf of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office, and the Florida Department of Corrections, a copy of which has been placed Revised On File with the Office of Legislative Services.

Departmental Oversight.  The Department of Corrections of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office shall oversee the project described herein.

Approval of Positions.
There are hereby approved the positions more fully described in R.C. 16-192, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is the need to start the program as soon as possible. The grant period starts July 1, 2016. The emergency is required to start the program as close to that date as possible as the grant period ends June 30, 2017, and cannot be extended.
