An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $3,487,500.00 in foreclosed property registry funding for eligible uses, as initiated by b.t. 16-094; providing a carryover of funds FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED; APPROVING POSITION, AS INITIATED BY r.c. 16-184; providing for an effective date.

Section 1.
