ORDINANCE 2016-454-E
An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $6,553,561.00 in STATE HOUSING INITIATIVE PARTNERSHIP (SHIP) PROGRAM FUNDING RECEIVED FROM THE FLORIDA HOUSING FINANCE CORPORATION ($5,722,664 FOR THE 2016-2019 GRANT PERIOD AND $830,897.00 IN PROGRAM INCOME) TO PROVIDE A RANGE OF AFFORDABLE HOUSING ACTIVITIES FOR LOW-, MODERATE-, AND MIDDLE-INCOME RESIDENTS OF DUVAL COUNTY, AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 16-098; providing a carryover of FUNDS FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE ORIGINATING STATE Or FEDERAL PROGRAM GRANT; APPROVING POSITIONS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 16-186; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER DOCUMENTS RELATING TO THE APPROPRIaTION; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating state or federal program grant, as applicable.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide State Housing Initiative Partnership (SHIP) Program funding received from the Florida Housing Finance Corporation ($5,722,664.00 for the 2016-2019 grant period and $830,897 in program income) to provide a range of affordable housing activities for low-, moderate-, and middle-income residents of Duval County. A copy of the schedule of proposed funding is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 4.

Approval of Positions.
There are hereby approved the positions more fully described in R.C. 16-186, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.  
Authorization to Execute Documents. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver any and all documents necessary to effectuate the purpose set forth in Section 3 above.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
