ORDINANCE 2016-456
An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; appropriating $2,652,450.12 ($2,619,116.00 IN FEDERAL HOUSING OPPORTUNITY FOR PERSONS WITH AIDS (HOPWA) PROGRAM FUNDING AND $33,334.12 IN REALIGNED FUNDS) TO PROVIDE HOUSING ASSISTANCE AND RELATED SUPPORT SERVICES CASE MANAGEMENT TO LOW-INCOME PERSONS LIVING WITH HIV/AIDS AND THEIR FAMILIES WITHIN DUVAL COUNTY, as initiated by b.t. 17-003; providing a carryover of funds FROM YEAR TO YEAR UNTIL SUCH FUNDS ARE EXPENDED OR LAPSE ACCORDING TO THE ORIGINATING STATE OR FEDERAL PROGRAM GRANT; APPROVING POSITION, AS INITIATED BY r.c. 17-003; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation.

The funding above in the amount of $2,652,450.12 consists of $2,619,116.00 in Federal Housing Opportunity for Persons with AIDS (HOPWA) Program funding and $33,334.12 in realigned funds.

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover as appropriated from year to year until such funds are expended or lapse according to the originating state or federal program grant, as applicable.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide housing assistance and related supportive services case management to low-income persons living with HIV/AIDS and their families within Duval County. A copy of the grant award letter is attached hereto as Exhibit 2. A schedule detailing the proposed use of funds is attached hereto as Exhibit 3.
