A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING U.S. NAVY CAPTAIN JAMES W. JENKS AS HE TURNS OVER COMMAND OF NAVAL SUBMARINE BASE KINGS BAY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, a native of Satellite Beach, Florida, James Jenks earned his bachelor of science degree in electrical engineering from Auburn University and completed his nuclear power school training before reporting to the submarine USS Georgia (SSBN 729) where he completed five strategic deterrent patrols; and


WHEREAS, Captain Jenks’ next assignment was as Officer-in-Charge of the Performance Monitoring Team in charge of maintaining 24 Norfolk-based submarines, followed by a department head assignment as Weapons Officer for the USS Newport News during two Mediterranean Sea/Arabian Gulf deployments; and


WHEREAS, Captain Jenks then made three deployments on aircraft carriers and destroyers with the British Royal Navy as an Operations Action Officer under the auspices of the Personnel Exchange Program before returning to submarines as Executive Officer of the USS Maryland during three strategic deterrent patrols, following which he coordinated global intelligence collection efforts for the U.S. Strategic Command in Omaha, Nebraska; and

WHEREAS, again returning to the submarine service, Captain Jenks commanded USS Tennessee through two strategic deterrent patrols, crew consolidation, nuclear refueling and a change of home port, then served as Director of the U.S. Strategic Command’s Combating Weapons of Mass Destruction Division, coordinating planning efforts across the entire Department of Defense before becoming Director of Operations for Commander Task Force 69 in Naples, Italy, where he oversaw submarine deployment for the European and African Commands; and 


WHEREAS, upon his return from Italy, Captain Jenks assumed command of Naval Submarine Base Kings Bay in southern Georgia, an integral part of the Jacksonville area’s complement of military installations from which he is now relinquishing command on September 30, 2016 after 2 years of outstanding service and moving to a new professional challenge; now therefore
