ORDINANCE 2016-463
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $1,912,412.82 FROM banking fund dollars borrowed for the bob hayes/Northwest Community center project to LONNIE MILLER REGIONAL PARK phase i development, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO SUBSEQUENT FISCAL YEARS; AMENDING THE 2016-2020 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2015-505-E TO reduce FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “bob hayes/northwest community center” and increase funding for the projects entitled “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Outdoor Amphitheater Stage”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Basketball Courts”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Multi-Use Field”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Tennis Picnic Pavilion”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Basketball Picnic Pavilion”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Northwest Parking Lot” AND    “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Southwest Parking Lot”; PROVIDING FOR THE Parks, Recreation and community services DEPARTMENT TO OVERSEE THE PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation - Banking fund dollars 
borrowed for the Bob Hayes/Northwest Community Center 
project are being transferred to Lonnie Miller Regional 
Park for Phase I Development for an outdoor amphitheater 
stage, basketball courts (8), multi-use field, picnic 
pavilions, and parking lots.  


Section 2.
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 above is to provide funding for Lonnie Miller Regional Park Phase I development in Council District 10, and more particularly described in the conceptual plan attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.   

Section 3.
Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into subsequent fiscal years.
Section 4.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2015-505-E, being the 2016-2020 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to reduce funding for the project entitled “Bob Hayes / Northwest Community Center” and provide additional funding for the Projects entitled “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Outdoor Amphitheater Stage”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Basketball Courts”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Multi-Use Field”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Tennis Picnic Pavilion”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Basketball Picnic Pavilion”, “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Northwest Parking Lot” and “Lonnie Miller Regional Park - Southwest Parking Lot”. The Projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral would impair the availability of the funding source. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2015-505-E. In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2015-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 5.

Oversight.
 The Mayor is requested to appoint the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department to oversee the project in Section 2 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
