ORDINANCE 2016-464-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $177,255 FROM THE GENERAL FUND IN ORDER TO PROVIDE FUNDING TO CORRECT WATER INTRUSION DAMAGE AND COMPLETE AIR QUALITY IMPROVEMENTS AT FIRE STATION NO. 4, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-103; AMENDING THE 2016-2020 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2015-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “FIRE STATION #4 WATER INTRUSION/AIR QUALITY IMPROVEMENTS”; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE PUBLIC BUILDINGS DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE UPON INTRODUCTION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above is a transfer from the General Fund which was generated by returning residual funds from completed capital projects to their source of origin.
Section 2. 
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to correct water intrusion damage and complete air quality improvements at Fire Station No. 4.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2015-505-E, being the 2016-2020 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide additional funding for the Project entitled “Fire Station #4 Water Intrusion/Air Quality Improvements.” The Project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral could subject members of the public to fire and safety hazards. Fire Station No. 4 services a majority of the downtown core but is currently closed with staff relocated to Fire Station No. 5. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2015-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2015-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Oversight.
The Public Buildings Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 5.

Requesting emergency passage upon introduction pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. 
Emergency passage of this legislation upon introduction is requested. The nature of the emergency is that Fire Station No. 4 services a majority of the downtown core but it is currently closed and staff has been relocated to Fire Station No. 5.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
