Explanation of Appropriation.

The funding above is provided by the FDEP Florida inland Protection Fund.


Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the Gas Storage Tank Inspection Program (the “Program”) administered by the Environmental Quality Division (“EQD”) for the Program’s fiscal year 2017 budget. EQD is and has been funded by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (“FDEP”) to conduct inspections of above ground and underground gas storage tanks in Duval County. Beginning in fiscal year 2017, EQD staff will also be funded to perform inspections in Baker, Nassau, and St. Johns Counties. FDEP issued Task Assignment 12 in 2016, which covers $15,000.00 toward the purchase of a new vehicle to address additional inspections. An increase in the vehicle cap is expected. The funding provided by Task Assignment 12 is included in the transfer of fund balance amount requested.
