
Ordinance #12 revised - March 14, 2005


Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:
ORDINANCE 2016-468
An ordinance appropriating $50,000.00 FROM THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD TRUST FUND TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE EDUCATION AND OUTREACH ACTIVITIES OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD (“EPB”), INCLUDING THE PURCHASE OF FOOD AND BEVERAGES FOR THE ENVIRONMENTAL SYMPOSIUM AND OTHER EPB FUNCTIONS, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 16-097; providing a carryover of FUNDS tHROUGH fiscal year 2019-2020; WAIVING SECTION 360.602 (USES OF FUND), PART 6 (ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUND), CHAPTER 306 (ENVIRONMENTAL REGULATION), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW FUNDS FROM THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD TRUST FUND TO BE USED FOR EPB MEMBER AND STAFF TRAINING AND FOR MEMBERSHIP FEES; WAIVING SECTION 360.602 (USES OF FUND), PART 6 (ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUND), CHAPTER 306 (ENVIRONMENTAL REGULATION), ORDINANCE CODE, AND SUBSECTION (b) OF SECTION 106.203 (CONTENTS), PART 2 (BUDGETS), CHAPTER 106 (BUDGET AND ACCOUNTING CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW FUNDS FROM THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION BOARD TRUST FUND TO BE USED FOR THE PURCHASE OF FOOD AND BEVERAGES FOR THE ENVIRONMENTAL SYMPOSIUM AND OTHER EPB FUNCTIONS; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2015-2016 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation


The funding above is from the Environmental Protection Board Trust Fund.
Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover through fiscal year 2019-2020.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the education and outreach activities of the Environmental Protection Board (“EPB”), including the purchase of food and beverages for the Environmental Symposium and other EPB functions. A copy of the EPB’s Whitepaper supporting its funding request is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. A copy of the minutes of EPB’s Public Hearing of May 9, 2016, is attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. 
Section 4.

Waiving Sections 360.602 and 106.203(b), Ordinance Code.

Section 360.602 (Uses of Fund), Part 6 (Environmental Protection Fund), Chapter 306 (Environmental Regulation), Ordinance Code, is waived to allow funds from the Environmental Protection Board Trust Fund to be used for EPB member and staff training and for membership fees.  The waiver is justified by the need to have EPB members and staff up to date on critical environmental issues and in a position to share and gather information through membership in professional organizations. Section 360.602 (Uses of Fund), Part 6 (Environmental Protection Fund), Chapter 306 (Environmental Regulation), Ordinance Code, and Subsection (b) of Section 106.203 (Contents), Part 2 (Budgets), Chapter 106 (Budget and Accounting Code), Ordinance Code, are waived to allow funds from the Environmental Protection Board Trust Fund to be used for the purchase of food and beverages for the Environmental Symposium and other EPB functions. The use of funds to offset some of the costs in an effort to encourage participation by the general public and the regulated community justifies the waiver.
Section 5.

Oversight Department.   The Neighborhoods Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
