ORDINANCE 2016-469
An ordinance APPROPRIATING $120,484.64 ($102,984.64 THROUGH THE NORTHEAST FLORIDA AREA AGENCY ON AGING, D/B/A ELDERSOURCE, AND A CITY MATCH OF $17,500.00) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE INDEPENDENT LIVING RESPITE FOR ELDERS LIVING IN EVERYDAY FAMILIES (RELIEF) PROGRAM, WHICH PROVIDES 12,873 HOURS OF IN-HOME RESPITE CARE AND COMPANIONSHIP SERVICES TO THE ELDERLY, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 16-099; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; REAUTHORIZING POSITION, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 16-190; providing for an effective date.

Explanation of Appropriation.

The $120,484.64 in funding above consists of $102,984.64 through the Northeast Florida Area Agency on Aging, d/b/a ElderSource, and a City match of $17,500.00. 


Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the Independent Living Respite for Elders Living in Everyday Families (RELIEF) Program (the “Program”). The Program provides 12,873 hours of in-home respite care and companionship services to the elderly. A copy of the award letter is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 3.

Departmental oversight.
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the Program.
Section 4.

Reauthorization of position.
There is hereby reauthorized the position more fully described in R.C. 16-190, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.
