ORDINANCE 2016-521
AN ORDINANCE Creating a new section 50.110 (REVIEW AND SunsetTING of certain boards and commissions; reporting), Chapter 50 (Organization of Boards and commissions), Ordinance Code, TO provide for a PROCESS TO REVIEW AND sunset CERTAIN boards AND COMMISSIONS CREATED BY ORDINANCE OR EXECTUTIVE ORDER and provide for an annual reporting requirement; pROVIDING FOR A CODIFICATION DIRECTIVE; PROVIDING FOR THE MAYOR’S REVIEW OF BOARDS OR COMMISSIONS CREATED by executive order; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, on August 27, 2013, the Task Force on Consolidated Government was created with a charge to undertake an in-depth review of the history, formation, and operation of the consolidated government of Jacksonville, including a full examination of all departments, divisions, boards, commissions, and independent authorities; and 
WHEREAS on October 14, 2014, the Task Force on Consolidated Government issued its final report, “Blueprint for Improvement II” with recommendations for action to improve the government and enhance operations, structure and efficiencies; and

WHEREAS, the Task Force on Consolidated Government recommended certain changes to the Ordinance Code including review of the usefulness of boards and commissions every four years, including those created by Executive Order, to ratify the boards and commissions powers, duties and responsibilities and to identify for those that should continue and to sunset those boards and commissions which have fulfilled their purposes; and

 WHEREAS, amendments to Chapter 50, Ordinance Code, are required to implement such changes; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Creating a new Section 50.110 (Review and Sunsetting; Reporting). A new Section 50.110 (Review and Sunsetting; Reporting), Chapter 50 (Organization of Boards and Commissions), Ordinance Code, is hereby created to read as follows:

Chapter 50. organization of boards and commissions.

Sec. 50.110. Review of Boards and Commissions, Sunsetting and Reporting. 

(a)
Review and Sunsetting of Certain Boards and Commissions.  Beginning on July 1, 2016 (or shortly thereafter) and at least every four years thereafter, the Rules Committee, or the council committee assigned to such related matters, shall begin the process of reviewing each of the boards and commissions created by Ordinance Code or boards or commissions created by the City pursuant to state law (but not statutorily mandated boards or commissions)(together described hereinafter “Boards and Commissions”), as identified in Appendex A, to assess  whether such Board or Commission continues to perform a valuable service or fulfill a valuable function for our City, whether any restrictions placed on membership of the Board or Commission are appropriate or should be diminished or enhanced, whether the duties and responsibilities of the Board or Commission should be revised, and any other relevant matter with respect to the operation and purpose of such Boards and Commissions and the need for continuation of such Boards and Commissions. The first review shall follow a schedule created by the Rules Committee Chair and shall be completed by June 30, 2017.  Thereafter every four years, the Rules Committee shall complete the review within the same Council calendar year as initiated. Following the review of the Boards and Commissions identified in Appendex A, as may be amended from time to time, the Rules Committee shall make a recommendation as to which, if any, should sunset and shall proffer legislation to sunset any of said Boards and Commissions, which individual legislation shall be assigned to the standing committee(s) charged with matters delegated to that subject matter of certain Boards and Commissions;
(b)
Reporting. In addition to the requirements of Chapter 58, Ordinance Code, all Boards and Commissions described in subparagraph (a) above, and boards or commissions requiring joint appointment by the Council and Mayor, including those of the independent authorities, shall submit an annual report to Council, filed with the Council Secretary, with supporting documentation, no later than June 30th of each year. The annual report shall contain a summary of the board or commissions’ prior year activities, including how often the board or commission met, the current members of the board or commission, identification of any vacancy positions, and its individual assessment of the effectiveness of the particular board or commission.
Section 2.

Direction to Codifiers for Appendix.  Codifiers hereby directed to place “Appendix A — Boards and Commissions” attached hereto as Exhibit 1, immediately following Section 50.110 (Review of Boards and Commissions, Sunsetting and Reporting), Ordinance Code.  
Section 3. 
Providing for Mayor’s review of Boards and Commissions. Beginning on July 1, 2016 and at least every four years thereafter, the Office of the Mayor shall assess any board or commission created by Executive Order of the Mayor continues to perform a valuable service or fulfill a valuable function for our City, whether any restrictions placed on membership of the board or commission are appropriate or should be diminished or enhanced, whether the duties and responsibilities of the board or commission should be revised, and any other relevant matter with respect to the operation and purpose of such board and commission. A report of the Office’s findings shall be filed with the Council Secretary by June 30, 2017 and shall be distributed to each Council Member, and every four years thereafter.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
