ORDINANCE 2016-534-W
AN ORDINANCE RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF  HARRY FRISCH; RENAMING ROBINSON AVENUE (from mcquade street to wEST beaver street) TO “Harry frisch way” IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(E)(2)(Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS WHO HONORARY STREET DESIGNATION MAY BE NAMED AFTER; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(E)(5) (Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING THE REQUIREMENT THAT NINETY PERCENT OF ALL PROPERTY OWNERS ON THAT SEGMENT OF THE STREET CONSENT TO THE RENAMING; Waiving the requirements of Section 745.105 (E)(3) (Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), Ordinance Code, requiring that THE PERSON RESIDE IN the COMMUNITY WITHIN FIVE MILES OF THE STREET NAME CHANGE FOR AT LEAST TEN YEARS; WAIVING SECTION 745.105(B)(CHANGING NAMES OF PUBLIC STREETS BY ORDINANCE; HONORARY STREET DESIGNATIONS BY ORDINANCE), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING THE REQUIREMENT THAT HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION REVIEW THE REQUEST AND MAKE A RECOMMENDATION; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD THIS ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, there resides in Jacksonville a most extraordinary individual named Hans “Harry” Frisch, born in Vienna, Austria, who, having escaped persecution by the Nazis fled to British Palestine, was conscripted into the Israeli army, immigrated to the United States to be reunited with his family, and has made Jacksonville his home since 1953; and

WHEREAS, Harry Frisch has distinguished himself as a successful business, civic, volunteer, philanthropic, religious and family leader in the Jacksonville Community; and

WHEREAS, Harry Frisch continues a successful business career through the Beaver Street Fisheries companies, beginning his work in 1955 with his mother, stepfather, and brother; and 
WHEREAS, Harry Frisch has led his company for over 60 years, growing from annual sales of less than $50,000.00 to over $500,000,000.00.  Beaver Street Fisheries and its affiliates, under the leadership of Mr. Frisch, as the chairman of the company’s board, employ over 400 individuals in Jacksonville and its international offices; and 
WHEREAS, Harry Frisch has been one of Jacksonville’s most extraordinary civic and volunteer leaders, having been honored and awarded with such achievements as the Association of Fundraising Professionals Florida First Coast Chapter’s Legacy award, recognizing leading philanthropists in North Florida; the Junior Achievement’s Thompson S. Baker Award, recognizing individuals who have dedicated themselves to bettering the community; induction to the Florida Council on Economic Education’s First Coast Business Hall of Fame, recognizing leaders who have served as lifelong examples of integrity and high ideals; the Jewish National Fund’s Bernard Selevan Tree of Life, Lifetime Achievement Award; and 

WHEREAS, Harry Frisch has been a Jacksonville leader in philanthropy and charitable giving, contributing his time, talent and treasure through his personal contributions, the Beaver Street Foundation, and numerous other charitable ventures such as the ongoing Jacksonville Farmer’s Market that his company owns and operates as a vital community resource, the purchase and lease of two water taxis for the City of Jacksonville to use as part of the iconic water taxi program, and support of numerous not-for-profits serving the needs of the community as a whole; and 

WHEREAS, Harry Frisch has also distinguished himself in his personal life, having been married to his wife Lilo since 1948, and raising children, grandchildren and now great-grandchildren, who continue to own, operate and expand his company, and collectively contribute to the greater good of Jacksonville and its communities; and 

WHEREAS, representatives on behalf of Harry Frisch reached out to property owners abutting and along Robinson Avenue via certified mail and in person to suggest and request consent for the renaming of Robinson Avenue, from McQuade Street to West Beaver Street, “Harry Frisch Way” in honor of the contributions Harry Frisch has made to the Jacksonville community; and 

WHEREAS, Beaver Street Fisheries owns property with significant street frontage abutting and along Robinson Avenue between McQuade Street and West Beaver Street and also consents to this legislation; and

WHEREAS, the provisions of Section 745.105 (e), Ordinance Code, require that in order to rename a street for a person, ninety percent of the property owners on the street agree to the renaming; but given the fact that Beaver Street Fisheries is the largest owner of property with street frontage; thus the Council has hereby determined to waive the requirement that at least ninety percent of the property owners agree to the renaming, and also to waive any other ordinance, rule or policy inconsistent with the purposes of this ordinance; and
WHEREAS, a copy of the map of “Harry Frisch Way” is attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and
WHEREAS, under the circumstances enumerated herein, the Council finds it appropriate to change “Robinson Avenue” between McQuade Street and West Beaver Street to “Harry Frisch Way”; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Robinson Avenue Renamed.  “Robinson Avenue” located between McQuade Street and West Beaver Street in Council District 9, is hereby renamed “Harry Frisch Way”, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated.  A copy of the map of the renamed “Harry Frisch Way” is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

Section 2.

Waiver of Section 745.105(e)(2), Ordinance Code. Section 745.105(e)(2) (Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), Ordinance Code, requiring the naming of honorary designations after persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived to allow for the street renaming in honor of Harry Frisch as set forth in Section 1 hereof.  The reason for the waiver is to honor Mr. Frisch now for his contributions to the community as he is a prominent business and philanthropic figure who has provided over fifty years of service to the City through his charitable and civic endeavors.
Section 3.

Waiver of Sections 745.105 (e)(3), Ordinance Code. Section 745.105 (e)(3)(Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), Ordinance Code, requiring that the person has resided in the community within five miles of the street name change for at least ten years is hereby waived to allow for the new street name as set forth in Section 1 hereof.  The reason for the waiver is that Mr. Frisch’s business, Beaver Street Fisheries, has owned property on Robinson Avenue and nearby Beaver Street, some for over thirty years, and has contributed to the local community in his business endeavors.  
Section 4.

Waiver of Section 745.105 (e)(5), Ordinance Code. Section 745.105 (e)(5)(Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), Ordinance Code, requiring that at least ninety percent of the property owners on the street agree to the renaming, is hereby waived to allow for the new street name as set forth in Section 1 hereof.  The reason for the waiver is that Beaver Street Fisheries, an affiliate of Harry Frisch, owns property with significant street frontage abutting and along Robinson Avenue and consents to this legislation. In addition, neighboring property owners have been notified of the proposed change by representatives of Mr. Frisch.
Section 5. 
Waiver of Section 745.105(b), Ordinance Code.  Section 745.105(b) (Changing names of public streets by Ordinance; Honorary Street Designations by Ordinance), Ordinance Code, requiring that applications for name change be forwarded to the Historic Planning Commission for review and recommendation is hereby waived as the request has been initiated through legislation proffered by the Council.
Section 6.  
Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is directed to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 7.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
