WHEREAS, several years ago the FJPL provided funding to Jacksonville Community Council, Inc. to conduct an important community-based study on the issue of sustainability and stability for the City’s public libraries; and

WHEREAS, the Friends have helped organize various Friends of the Library groups at several branch libraries to help advocate for the needs of those particular libraries; now therefore
