The Lease Agreement, previously approved by Ordinance 2005-1405-E, is for the Tax Collector’s Cedar Hills branch office located at 3520 Blanding Boulevard, Suite 2.   The Second Amendment to the Lease Agreement extends the current expiration date of the Lease Agreement for one year from August 1, 2016, to July 31, 2017.
