ORDINANCE 2016-547-E
AN ORDINANCE DECLARING THAT CERTAIN TAX REVERTED PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY AT 2745 RUTH DRIVE, JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA 32207, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 5 (THE “SUBJECT PARCEL”) TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING CONVEYANCE OF THE SUBJECT PARCEL IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 197.592, FLORIDA STATUTES, TO THE PREVIOUS OWNER OF RECORD UPON PAYMENT TO THE CITY BY THE PREVIOUS OWNER OF THE AMOUNT OF ALL TAXES WHICH HAD BECOME DELINQUENT AT THE TIME THE SUBJECT PARCEL REVERTED TO THE CITY, TOGETHER WITH INTEREST AND COSTS; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTIONS 122.461 THROUGH 122.468, SUBPART F (DONATION AND SALE OF REAL PROPERTY FOR AFFORDABLE HOUSING PURPOSES), PART 4 (REAL PROPERTY) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW FOR THE SALE OF THE SUBJECT PARCEL TO THE PREVIOUS OWNER IN RETURN FOR PAYMENT OF ALL DELINQUENT TAXES, INTEREST, AND COSTS AS AUTHORIZED BY SECTION 197.592, FLORIDA STATUTES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.

The City hereby declares that certain tax reverted parcel of real property at 2745 Ruth Drive, Jacksonville, Florida 32207, in Council District 5, as more particularly described on the location map attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Subject Parcel”), to be surplus to the needs of the City. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102(g)(1) (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. 
Section 2.

Authorization of conveyance in accordance with Section 197.592, Florida Statutes.
There is hereby authorized the conveyance of the Subject Parcel in accordance with the provisions of Section 197.592, Florida Statutes.  The Subject Parcel is a tax reverted residential dwelling that reverted to the City on October 21, 2013. Section 197.592, Florida Statutes, authorizes the City to convey the Subject Parcel to the previous owner of record upon payment to the City of the amount of all taxes which had become delinquent at the time the Subject Parcel reverted to the City, together with interest and costs. The current amount the previous owner of the Subject Parcel must pay in order for the Subject Parcel to be conveyed to her is $12,473.48; this amount is subject to change based on the date of conveyance. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the Subject Parcel to the previous owner upon such payment. No further action by City Council is necessary. 
Section 3.

Waiving Sections 122.461 through 122.468 of Chapter 122, Ordinance Code. The provisions of Sections 122.461 through 122.468 of Subpart F (Donation and Sale of Real Property for Affordable Housing Purposes), Part 4 (Real Property) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, are hereby waived to allow for the sale of the Subject Parcel to the previous owner in return for payment of all delinquent taxes, interest, and costs as authorized by Section 197.592, Florida Statutes. Waiver of the Code is necessary in order to convey the Subject Parcel as allowed by Section 197.592, Florida Statutes, rather than complying with the requirement of Subpart F that the parcel be disposed of through the affordable housing donation process.  
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
