The Public Health and Safety Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2016-562:

“Sec. 168.107 Duty of Alarm Contractor and/or Alarm Monitoring Company


Any Alarm Contractor or alarm monitoring company responsible for the ongoing service and/or monitoring of an Alarm System, shall notify each customer in writing, either by providing a registration form or by providing online registration information, of the requirements of Section 168.103 (Alarm Registration required (Alarm Users); fees; Alarm Permit Number) and provide evidence acceptable to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office that they have complied with this provision.”;

(2) On page 13, line 6, strike “168.107” and insert “168.108”;

(3) On page 15, line 6, strike “168.108” and insert “168.109”;

(4) On page 15, line 11, strike “168.109” and insert “168.110”;
