AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE CONSTRUCTION & MAINTENANCE AGREEMENTS BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (“FDOT”) FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “SR A1A/HECKSCHER DRIVE FROM HUGUENOT PARK TO LITTLE TALBOT ISLAND” AND “SR A1A/HECKSCHER DRIVE FROM HUGUENOT PARK TO GEORGE RIVER BRIDGE”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and authorization. There are hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, i) the Construction & Maintenance Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”) under which FDOT will undertake the project entitled “SR A1A/Heckscher Drive from Huguenot Park to Little Talbot Island” (on system) to construct a bike path and trail within the SR A1A right-of-way, in substantially the same form placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services, and ii) the Construction & Maintenance Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”) under which FDOT will undertake the project entitled “SR A1A/Heckscher Drive from Huguenot Park to George River Bridge” (off system) to construct a bike path and trail beginning at the north end of the property and extending approximately 1,225 feet to the SR A1A right-of-way line, in substantially the same form placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services, (the “Projects”). The projects will include, but are not limited to, al drainage systems and landscaping features. FDOT will fund and construct the projects. After completion of the projects, the City shall operate, maintain, and repair the improvements,

Oversight department.
The Public Works Department shall oversee the projects.
