AN ORDINANCE REGARDING CHAPTER 745 (ADDRESSING AND STREET NAMING REGULATIONS), ORDINANCE CODE; RE-NAMING A SEGMENT OF LINDA LANE IN JACKSONVILLE FOR FORMER FLORIDA SUPREME COURT JUSTICE LEANDER J. SHAW, JR.; RENAMING A SEGMENT OF LINDA LANE FROM SOUTEL DRIVE TO SIBBALD ROAD TO “LEANDER J. SHAW, JR. ” STREET IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10; HONORING THE LEGACY OF FORMER SUPREME COURT JUSTICE LEANDER J. SHAW, JR., AND RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF FORMER SUPREME COURT JUSTICE LEANDER J. SHAW, JR.; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(2), ORDINANCE CODE, REGARDING PERSONS AFTER WHOM STREET DESIGNATION MAY BE NAMED; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(e)(5), ORDINANCE CODE, WHICH REQUIRES THAT NINETY PERCENT OF THE PROPERTY OWNERS ON THE STREET AGREE TO THE RENAMING; WAIVING SECTION 745.105 (B), ORDINANCE CODE, WHICH REQUIRES REVIEW BY THE 911 EMERGENCY ADDRESSING ADVISORY COMMITTEE AND REVIEW BY THE JACKSONVILLE HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION; WAIVING THE REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 745.105(G), ORDINANCE CODE REGARDING THE REQUIREMENT THAT ALL STREET NAME CHANGES SHALL BE FOR THE ENTIRE LENGTH OF THE STREET NAME; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THE ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, former Florida Supreme Court Justice Leander J. Shaw, Jr., originally from Salem, Virginia who recently departed this life, obtained his college degree in 1952 from West Virginia State College, and afterwards served in the United States military as an artillery officer during the Korean War; and 
WHEREAS, five years later, Leander J. Shaw, Jr. earned his law degree in 1957 from Howard University; and 

WHEREAS, after law school, Leander J. Shaw, Jr. served as an assistant professor of law at Florida A & M University; and
WHEREAS, three years later in 1960, Leander J. Shaw, Jr. was admitted to The Florida Bar, and immediately began his legal career at a private law firm in Jacksonville, and also was appointed as an assistant public defender; and 

WHEREAS, in 1969, he joined the State Attorney’s Office, and was appointed to lead the Capital Crimes Division as well as serve as an advisor to the grand jury; and
WHEREAS, after practicing for seven years in private practice, Shaw was appointed as an appellate judge to the First District Court of Appeal in October 1979; and 

WHEREAS, in January 1983, Leander J. Shaw, Jr. was elevated to an appointment as a Supreme Court Justice to the Florida Supreme Court. While serving as a Supreme Court Justice, Shaw’s fellow colleagues voted for him to serve as Chief Justice from 1990 to 1992; and
WHEREAS, Shaw volunteered in numerous legal organizations which included memberships in the American Bar Association, the National Bar Association, The Florida Bar, The Florida Government Bar and the Tallahassee Bar Association; and

WHEREAS, Leander J. Shaw, Jr., playing an active role in numerous legal organizations, served as second vice president of the Conference of Chief Justices, as a member of the Board of Directors of the National Center for State Courts and the American Judicature Society, as Chair of Governor Lawton Chiles’ Criminal Justice Task Force; as Vice-Chair of the Florida Supreme Court Racial and Ethnic Bias Study Commission, as advisor to Florida’s Sentencing Commission and Florida’s Standard Jury Instructions-Civil; and
WHEREAS, the Chief Justice of the United States Supreme Court appointed Shaw as a member of the Judicial Fellows Program, and he also served as advisor to the Supreme Court Committees on Fairness, Standard Jury Instructions-Criminal, Rules of Judicial Administration and Rules of Criminal Procedure and as a member of the Florida State University College of Law Board of Visitors; and

WHEREAS, Leander J. Shaw, Jr. resided in the community located within five miles of Linda Lane for ten years; and
WHEREAS, the Council finds that the accomplishments of former Florida Supreme Court Justice Leander J. Shaw, Jr., are worthy and deserving of a form of recognition that the City of Jacksonville and Leander J. Shaw’s family, friends and colleagues can share and celebrate in, to wit: the creation of a street name change on the segment of Linda Lane from Soutel Drive to Sibbald Drive in Council District 10 to “Leander J. Shaw, Jr.” Street; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Segment of Linda Lane to be renamed to “Leander J. Shaw, Jr.” Street.  The segment of Linda Lane in Council District 10 from Soutel Drive to Sibbald Drive shall hereby be renamed to “Leander J. Shaw, Jr.” Street, by which name such street segment shall be hereafter known and designated.  A map of the segment of Linda Lane to be renamed is attached as Exhibit 1.

Section 2. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (2), Ordinance Code. Section 745.105 (e)(2), Ordinance Code, limiting the approval of designations only for persons who have been deceased for five years, is hereby waived due to the fact that the recognition for the honoree is long overdue.
Section 3. 
Waiver of Section 745.105 (e) (5), Ordinance Code. Section 745.105 (e) (5), Ordinance Code, requiring ninety percent of the property owners on the street agree to the renaming, is hereby waived due to the fact that the property owners are not available or the properties are vacant.

Section 4.

Waiver of Review by the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee.  Section 745.105(b), Ordinance Code, requiring review of all street name changes by the 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee is hereby waived  due to the short segment of Linda Lane to be re-named.
Section 5.

Waiver of Review by the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission.  Section 745.105(b), Ordinance Code, requiring review of all street name changes by the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission, is hereby waived due to the short segment of Linda Lane to be re-named.
Section 6.

Waiver of Section 745.105 (g), Ordinance Code.  Section 745.105, (g), Ordinance Code, requiring that street name changes be for the entire length of a street, is hereby waived to allow for the new street name as set forth in Section 1 hereof.

Section 7.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with the 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations.

Section 7.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
